Canada Pension Plan Office in Brockville, Ontario, which create a severe
difficulty for the elderly and disabled and bas the government Iooked into the
situation and (a) if so, with what results (b) if flot, for what reason?

2. WiII the government consider moving the office te another location that wilI
flot require such a handicap for those who must use the facilities?

Hon. Judd Buchanan (Minister of Public Works): 1. Yes,
the government is aware that there are 43 stair steps from the
street level leading up the Canada Pension Plan office. This
situation was taken into account in planning a current space
reallocation praject of various occupants of the building,
scheduled ta be completed February 1, 1978. (a) As a result of
this project the Canada Pension Plan office will be located in
the basement of the building. This will improve the situation
by reducing the number of steps ta 16. Furthermore, as part of
our overaîl programme to provide case of access for hand-
icapped persons ta alI government buildings, a praject is under
preparation ta modify the secondary entrance of building,
including the freight elevator, ta make alI floors accessible ta
persans using wheelchairs. This project is scheduled for coim-
pletion in June, 1978. (b) Not applicable.

2. In view of the answer ta part 1, it is not considered
necessary ta further move the office within the building or ta
another building.
