IN DEATH VALLEY

Miners’ Supply of
Water Exhausted and
Thirst Crazed Them

130 DEGREES IN SHADE

Scouts Seeking Brother of Machine
Company President Came
Across Bodies But No Sign of
Man They Sought

Rhyolite, Nev., Sept. 14—The bodies of
Froery Bidge and Tom Flanz, miners, who

wrished of thirst while attempting to
cross Death Valley, were found on Satur-
day, four miles west of Skiddoo, Califor-
nia, by members of the searching party
scouting the desert for a brother of Presi-
dent Eldridge, of the National Sewing Ma-
chine Co., who has been lost for three
weeks.

The men whose bodies were found left
Rhyolite late in August, and started
across Death Valley, where the thermo-
meter reaches 130 degrees in the shade
during the summer months. They carried
two canteens of water each, but this sup-
Kly must have been exhausted before they

ad gone half way. Crazed by thirst, they
wandered about until they were overcome
by the heat and lay down to die.

Young Eldridge was attempting to reach
this place from his mining claims on the
Panaminil range. He left his companions
three weeks ago. Men from all the desert
camps have searched the desert. The bur-
row which he took with him when he
started across the valley was found a few
days ago, but there was no other trace
of the man. !

It was the opinion of Coroner Boedecker
of Mount Vernon, that the stopcock had
been opened accidentally some time in the
night when Mrs. Nelson arose to do some
service for her son, who was ill.

When Mr. Nelson, who is attorney for
the Brooklyn Docks and Power Company
returned to his Larchmont home at night
hie.went to a bedroom in the rear of the
second floor of the house, while that used
by his wife and younger son was situated
in the front. |

Mr. Nelson awoke at 7.30 o’cuock mnext
morning and called to his wife several
times before he became alarmed. On in-
vestigating he found the bodies of his wife
and son in the front room, filled with il-
luminating * gas.

Dr. Elsworth J. Smith was summoned
and said Mrs. Nelson and her son had
been dead several hours.

CATTLE DISEASE

Chicago, - Sept. 14—The stock commis-
gioners from all parts of the country are
in Chicago attending the annual union
of the International Association of Live
Stock Commissioners of Illinois. In his
address of welcome the president, 'W. H.
Dalrymple, of Louisiana, called attention
to the necessity of uniform legislation in
every state along lines of modern sanita-
tion and. disease control.

The recent outbreak of the foot and
mouth disease, and the extreme danger of
the malady to the stock growers’ herds
were explained by A. D. Melvin, chief of
the United States Bureal of Animal In-
dustry.

“The foot and mouth disease,” said J.
R. Mollor, chief of the pathological di-
vision of the Bureau of Animal Industry,
“is highly infectious, in fact, it spreads
like a prairie fire. It is little known to
the general public, but is always being
watched by the veterinarys.”

Detroit, Mich., Sept 14—(Special)—Pre-
ferring death to capture, John Washburn,
a thirteen year old burglar emptied a shot
gun at a sheriff’'s posse near Hastings,
(Mich), yesterday afternoon, and then
killed ' himself with a revolver in regular
wild west fashion. :
_ Washburn and a younger brother broke
into a store at Fruitport some time on
Sunday night and stole 4 number of shot~
guns, revolvers and sheath-knives, besides
3,000 rounds of cartridges.
Yesterday afternoon they went out in
the woods to practice shooting, and the
fusilade attracted the sheriff and posse.
The boys took to their heels when they
saw the officers, but Edwin, the younger,
was captured. The other boy rushed into
a swamp, where he turned and fired at
his pursuers, narrowly missing one of
them.

Then, as the officers advanced upon him

young Washburn took a revolver from his
!)elt and deliberately sent a bullet crash-
ing through his brain. He was dead when
picked up.
