A Times rdpresentative called on & num-
ber of the north end business men yester-
day afterricon to ger their views on the
question of etreet lighting. They were
asked whether they favored the city con-
tinuing the running: of the . north end
plant as at present, or of accepting the
St. Johm Railway Company‘s offer of fur-
nishing ‘all the city lighting at a cost of
$75 per lamp. Therc was quite a diversity
of opinion expressed, though those Wwho
were seen seemed about equally divided.
Some favor the idéa of the city retaining
i the north” end plant as they consider tae
street railway people should not be al*
tJowved to have a monopoly of the lighting
| business which they mow control with the
| exception of the north end planf. Others
contended that if the light could be ob!
tained cheaper from the railway company
(and it appeared it could)  their offer
should be accepted as an economical meas-
ure. It was not poesible to see all the
merchants ¢f the northern section, some
not being in their places of business and
others were too busy at the time to dis-
cuse the matber, hewever, some wiho did
express an’ opinion are quoted as follows:

W. H. Nase of P. Nase and Sons eaid
“If the St. John Railway Company wiil
furnieh 'the light any cheaper than we are
getting it now, I think the city had bet-
ter aceept.” ;

J. E. Cowan said: “The city had better
accept the St. Johm Railway Co.’s offer.
The city can’t de the lighting as. cheaply
as the railway company can.”

W. H. Dunham favors the city dceepting
Mr. Melvin's-offer to lease the plant and
do. the lighting for $70 a:lamp or of con-
tinuing the plant under civic ‘ownership.
He contends that the-railway company has
altogether too much of a momopoly now
and thinks the city should hold on to the
narth end plant even if it shounld cost a
trifle more.

E. W. Slipp, of Slipp & Flewelling sasd
he hadn’t looked into the matter very
much but would think that the St. John
Railway Company’s proposition was a
fair one and if money could be saved by
accepting it the city had better do‘so.
