ginning of the week by the withdrawal
of the issue of exchequer bonds and of
war expenditure certificates and by the
fact that on Thursday the sale of treas-
ury bills was also suspended. This left
only war savings’ certificates, these be-
ing chiefly attractive to small investors.

It is expected that the loan will be
offered in two forms, one tax-free and
the other subject to the income tax. The
vield of the former is expected to be

4%-2 per cent. and of the latter & per‘

ce?® It is believed that a sinking fund
will be arranged to operate after the war.
The treasury is understood to be opposed
tosthe repayment of any part of the pub-
lic debt while borrowing is still in pro-
gress. The city understands that the
loan will be accepted at par for the pay-
ment of death duties, which 1s an ime
portant matter, inasmuch as it should re-
lieve the stock market of a considerable
amount of liquidation which might
otherwise be needed to provide funds
for payments to the treasury.

The issue will give conversion rights to
the holders of approximately £900,000,000
4 1-2 per cent war loan bonds and £500,-
000,000 exchequer bonds.

FIND OUT WHAT
MAKES US GROW ?

Berkeley, Cal., Jan. 9—Scientists at the
University of California are said to have
discovered the substance that produces
growth in the human body. Tethelin is
what they call it. It is located in the
pituitary body at the base of the brain,
and by wetarding or accelerating its
functions it may be possible, according
to the Berkeley scientists, to centrol the
stature of human beings.

Announcement of the discovery was
made by Dr. T. B. Robertson, professor
of blochemistry, who said that he had
succeeded in isolating tethelin and that
he believed it was the first time in the
history of biological science that it had
been done.

Dr. Robertson said his experiments
had covered a period of four years and
that the ultimate importance of the dis-
coveries by himself and associates coul
not be estimaated at this time.

PRICE DICTATION COMMON

Prosecutions Are to Be Made Under

Crothers Legislation,

Ottawa, Jan. 10—Prosecutions under
the Crothers’ legislation are to be under-
taken. It is found that the practice un-
der which a wholesaler dic'tes the
prices at which his goods are to be re-
tailed has been a very common one and
in some cases it has been found that
banuses have been paid for the purpose
of holding up pricess charged to the con-
sut er. Lhe new Act provides that any
agreement affecting prices is criminal.
The department of labor is taking steps
to nullify all such agreements and to en-
force penalties in cases where the pro-
visions of the new law are further dis-
regarded.

T'he Minister of Labor, in accordance
with the terms of the new law, is apply-

ing to the attorney-general of Ontario |
for authority to prosecute a number of |

persons in this province to whom ques-
tions have been addressed by the depart-
ment, and who failed to supply the in-

formation asked for. The department,
it will be remembered, called for return
;-a8 to the existing stocks of the necessar-
|ies of life, prices at which they were pur-
chased, and the selling price. Returns
h ve been made to the department in
great numbers, but in many cases the
information is restricted, ‘and it is to
reach the men making such returns that
action is now being taken.

| The Labor Department has, of course,
power to check up the returns made to
{it by sending its own inspector into the
warehouses, stores, etc., of the individ-
uals or companies, but this does not re-
lieve the latter of the necessity of giving
full and accurate information. The re-

. turns which have been made show a re- |

markable condition existing in connection
| with the marketing of food products.

STRPNG BELGIUM
O BRASS AND COPPER

London, Jan. 9.—A Reuter despatch
from Amsterdam says that the Maast-
rich newspaper Les Nouvelles, is au-
thority for the statement that the gov-
ernor-general of Belgium has issued a
decree c¢rdering the seizure of all house-
hold goods made of brass, copper, tin,
nickel er bronze, including kitchen uten-
sils, door plates and door knockers. The
' communes have been ordered to assist
in the collection.

Honeyman, Blairgowrie, were recently
found to have been worried, and on the
owner going to the field where they were
he made a strange discovery. Probably
in its fight for freedom one of the sheep
liad got one of its horns cleeked in the
attacking dog’s collar, and there the dog
lay a helpless prisoner, with the carcass
of its victim attached to it.
