iBoston, Aug. 11—Debarred from en­
trance into this port because of defect­
ive sight, Miss Enedina Gallinetti, a 
pure Albino from South Italy, sits in 
the United States Immigration Station 
at Long Wharf awaiting the decision on 
her appeal from the finding of the speci­
al" board of immigration inspectors.
Miss Gallinetti is described as a prac­
tically pure albino, having glossy hair 
of yellowish-white color, pink eyes, with 
Bid pupils and and a dear milky-white 
tkin. The phenomena is the more strik­
ing in the South Italian type, the Wo­
men of which ordinarily have dark or 
black hair and eyes and sometimes dark 
skin. She is the first albino toarrive in 
Boston for some months and one of the 
purest ever* seen here.

Miss Gallinetti arrived on board the 
Canopic, second cabin, last Thursday, 
and was examined by a board of special 
inquiry composed of immigration In­
spectors. According to the information 
she gave she was bom in Switzerland, 
88 years ago, but has recently been liv­
ing with her mother, Emilito Varzoni, 
and comes straight from Brusaengo, Vo- 
raro, Italy.

She was coming to her brother, Giu­
seppe Gallinetti, 1288 Columbus Ave* 
who Is an apprentice waiter at a Bos­
ton hotel and paid her fare over here. 
The reason for her coming, according to 
the brother, was the disturbed condi­
tions in Italy caused by the European 
war, and only a temporary stay was 
planned.

During her detention at the station 
Miss Gallinetti was given a medical ex­
amination bÿ Dr. A. J. Note, who 
found her to be an albino with defective 
vision and nystagmus, trembling of the 
eye ball. In his report to the commis­
sioner he signified nis .opinion that this 
condition might aflecV her earning ca­
pacity and on this basft she was debar­
red from entering. <

Miss Gallinetti may appeal from this 
finding and is planning to do so, it is 
understood. Later in the week it is 
possible that she may be admitted on 
bond in case the secretary of labor finds 
in her favor.

It is a strange fact that the girl’s 
albinism runs through the females of 

. her family, but has not affected the 
males Her brother, who has called at 
the immigration station to see her, has 
black eyes and hair, dark hair and a 
stocky body, while the giri is of a frail, 
slender type, milky white, with pink 
eyes and white glossy hair.

The condition, according to medical 
authorities, is caused by a congenital 
lack of pigments in the skin, hair and

LETTERS FROM OUR SOLDIERS 8-14

Thomas L. Wilson, Chesley street, was 
elated this morning when he received a 
letter from his brother, Corporal Walter 
Wilson, who Is with the Canadian forces 
in France. The letter contained the wel­
come news that he was still well, and 
also that he had met his brother, Ser­
geant Frank Wilson, who is a member 
of the 16th battalion, having been draft­
ed from the 28rd battalion.

The letter in part follows: “Yester­
day I received one of the biggest sur­
prises of my life. I returned to the 
post after being relieved from duty, and 
as I entered the house I nearly dropped, 
for who was standing waiting for me but 
Frank. He arrived here about week ago 
and immediately sought me in the vari­
ous corps. It was the last thing in the 
world that I ever expected. He had 
considerable difficulty in finding me, but 
he succeeded-as he never gave up look­
ing and making enquiries. As I was off 
duty the following day I took him 
around with me. I also had him at the 
front while the lines were under a heavy 
shell fire. He enjoyed the excitement 
quite well.

“The other day I had quite an experi­
ence. I was sitting reading a news­
paper, after having been relieved from 
guard duty, when s high explosive shell 
Burst in the yard. It wounded a soldier 
and three horses, and the soldier died 
shortly afterwards. The glass In the 
window where I was reading smashed 
in a thousand pieces and the newspaper 
alone saved my eyes from the flying 
particles. Two pieces of the shell also 
shot through the window, but they did 
not hit anyone. I dug up the cap of 
the shell and if possible I will send it 
to you as a souvenir. I will also try 
to send you a couple Of pieces of the 
shell. I am at present doing guard duty 
and am expecting some German prison­
ers from the trenches.”
