New  York, June, 3—+Conspiracy by the
New York Stock Exchange, its officers
and individual ‘1,100 ° members and the
American Bank Note Company, is charg-

New York Bank Note Company. of No.
75 Sixth avenue, which asks $5,000,000
damages for alleged losses and business
injuries.

The complaint alleges that the individu-
al defendants have conspired to compel
interstate railroad companies and indus-
trial corporations, “by reason of their
commercial | necessities,” to have their
stock and bond certificates engraved ex-
clusively by the American, Bank Note
Company. .

Exorbitant prices, two and one-half
times higher than the complainant bids
for the same work, are declared to be ex-
acted by the American Bank Note Com-
pany by reason of its alleged monopoly
of the stock exchange business. The com-
plaint alleges that, as a result of the con-
spiracy charged, its stock and bond en-
graving work, which was accepted form-
erly by the stock exchange, has been re-
fused arbitrarily during the last seventeen
vears, whereby the New York Bank Note
Company lost 90 per cent of its stock and
bond engraving business and suffered the
loss of $5,000,000.

TECUMSEH'S BRAVE
FOUND AND HIS
BONES REMOVED

Three Wallaceberg Ontario Menl
Dig up Remains of Great Indian
Warrior Against Protest of Red
Men

Chatham, Ont., June  3.—Tecumseh’s
grave, which has been the subject of con-
siderable speculation of recent years, has
at last been located on. St. Anne’s Island,
near Mitchell’s Bay.Yesterday three prom-
inent men of Wallaceburg,Dr.Mitchell, Harry
Smith and Charles Chubb, hearing of the
location of the grave, went to the island
and were -successful in digging up the
bones of the great Indian warrior.

The Indians on the island raised a ser
ious protest against the removal of the re-
mains, but were finally oveérpowered. The
bones were removed to Wallaceburg, and
are now lying in Dr. Mitchell’s office. The
doctor claims to have definite evidence to
prove that they are the genuine remains
of Chief Tecumseh.

The remains were located at’St. Anne’s
Island through a story told by Mr. Fisher,
of Wallaceburg, who received his facts
from his grandfather, who was in. close
association with an old Indian chief who
claimed, after the battle of Moraviantown
in 1812, Tecumseh, who fell in that fight,
was buried at Moraviantown. After the
war a number of Indians, including Fish-
er’s Indian friend, took up the remains,
and transferred them to St. Anne’s Island,
where they have been ever since.
