press, irrespective of party, recognizes that
the Canadian Liberals in their action are
actuated by genuine patriotiém and a de-
®ire to guard the best interests of the em-
pire.

Many of the newspapers which argue
Bgainst the Canadian Liberals’ position do
so without any implications against
Xiberal sincerity and for any suggestions
of Canadian Liberal disloyalty we must go
%o the cabled messages from Ottawa or
Toronto correspondents which  reach
here.

The most weighty criticism of Churchill
sppears in this morning’s Daily Chronicle
as an editorial. The Chronicle declares
that Churchill has placed the British gov-
ernment in the awkward position of sid-
ing with one Canadian party against an-
other party in an acute party controversy.
It says:

“The true bill we find against Churchill
§s that he entered the lists between the
C@dim bodies although he was not
even invited: or inveigled into doing so.
No doubt there were temptations in the
admiralty’s preference for dominion con-

tributions over dominion fleets. This
could be surmised from the October me-
morandum and is pretty well known. It
may even be true that the real antithesis
all along has not been between the Laur-
ier policy and Borden policy, but between
the Laurier policy and admiralty policy,
which Borden has been induced to es-
pouse.” :

“Mr. Churchill’s letters read like the
kind of brief supplied to an advecate by
his client, but if that were in any sense
the actual relation between them it only
made it more imperative that indiscretions
like these should be avoided. The alleged
impracticability of building dreadnoughts
in Canada is almost entirely a matter of
money. There is no reason to question
the admiralty’s figures of cost, but Canada
is a young country with a epirit of ex-
ceptional enterprise. Her population ex-
ceeds that of the European states, except-
ing the great powers and Spain, and is ex-
ceedingly rich per head. - She has already
accomplished engineering feats which are

among the wonders of the world. Such |

a nation is much less likely to acquiese
in the idea that she cannot do something
which all great nations. do. Doubtless
whether she runs her own navy or not,
she would gain financially by having ehips
built in Great Britain, but she has other
things to consider besides finance.

Morning Pest of Loaden Says It

London, March 18—*A blazing indiscre-
won,” is how the Morning Post describes
the speech of William Jennings Bryan, sec-
retary of state at a St. Patrick’s Day ban-
quet given by Irish-Americans in Wash-
ington on Saturday evening.

Pennsylvannia Man Freed After
- Life Time in Prison

Eckart Was Convicted of Murder
When Youth of 21, But Has
Always Maintained That He

Was Innocent

Waupun, Wis., March 18—Edward Eck-
art of Pennsylvama was today paroled
from the Wisconsin penitentiary after
thirty-seven years of actual time served be-
hind the bars. He was convicted of murd-
er when twenty one years old.

Eckart’s victim was Charles. Peterson,
also of Pennsylvania. The, . two were
tramping in Wisconsin during the ex-
cessively cold winter of 1875. In a quar-
rel over a fire stared beside the railroad
track near Jefferson, Peterson was kill-
ed and Eckart was sentenced to life im-
prisonment for the murder. He never
has admitted the crime, maintaining that
Peterson was killed by a tramp.

In the thirty-seven years of his prison
confinement, never a mark of demerit ‘has
been placed against Eckart. He cannot
leave Wisconsin and his conduct must be
exemplary 1n every way. In the third
of a century of imprisonment, his kin
have deserted him and he does not know
the whereabouts of his wife and daughter.

MPRTANT BIL

Amend Bank Act in the Matter
of Amount of Interest Charge-
able ;

Ottawa, March 18—Hon. H. R. Emmer-
son gives notice of an important amend-
ment to the Bank Act in’'connection with
the clause governing the rate of interest
to be charged. At present the act pro-
hibits any bank in the dominion charging
.more than eeven per cent interest on any
loan. A decision was regently
down in the supreme court to the effect
that in a case where an excess of seven
per cent had actually been charged by and
paid to the bank the amount over the
seven per cent should not be recovered.
Mr. Emmerson proposes an amendment
which will make it clear and place within
the power of any competent court of the
country to compel the bank to pay back
any interest charged above the seven per
cent rate.
