Fredericton, N. B., Julv 27—A story 
comes from West Waterville, Parish of 
Southampton, to the effect that 
named P. Morgan Thornton, who lives the j 
life of a hermit at that place, and Edgar ■ 
Stairs, a sixteen-year-old boy recently j 
fought a duel with firearms.

They got into an altercation over some ! 
trifling matter and began to hurl stones 
at each other. The boy proved to be the 
best shot and finally forced his older an­
tagonist to beat a retreat. Thornton, in 
a fit of rage ran into the house and re­
turning a moment later with a loaded shot- j 
gun, discharged it at Stairs. The weapon j 

loaded with birdshot, two of which ! 
lodged in the boy’s thigh. Enraged at this j 
the boy ran into the house and procuring ! 
a rifle belonging to his father, returned1 
I hornton s fire. The bullet tore a strip I 
out of Thornton’s overalls and just grazed ! 
the flesh. The boy’s markmanship and the j 
superiority of his weapon frightened the ! 
man and he retired to his home and did1 
not renew hostilities.

The affair has caused a great deal of talk 
in the neighborhood, but so far no arrests 
have been made.

Thornton is said to be worth between 
twenty and thirty thousand dollars.
