At a meeting of the Saint John 
Board of Trade Council this morning 
ttie Maritime Resolutions Committee 
ijibmltted Its report, which was adopt­
ed and the committee was empowered 
to carry on its work. The aim is to 
get together all the delegates who will 
go to Ottawa at an early date to in­
terview the government and Messrs. 
Melghen and Forke in regard to the 
matters involved In the Charlottetown 
resolutions. The committee is wiring 
and writing all the delegates to ask 
them to meet at Moncton on Dec. 
28 to go over the case prior to going 
to Ottawa to make sure that the case 
can be presented in the most forceful 
fcnd conclusive manner.

VARIED SUBJECTS.
On Immigration, freight rates and 

port equipment, Halifax delegates, 
Supported by Saint John would present 
the case. Â resolution on the export 
traffic to the Maritime seaboard will be 
dealt with by the Bathurst delegation. 
A development of fisheries resolution 
Will be handled by Arthur Boutellier 
of Halifax.

Mr. Pilkington of the British Em­
pire Steel Co., will have charge of the 
matter of the expansion of the coal 
markets,/assisted by the Sydney Board 
of Trade delegates.

HALIFAX,__Dec. 17—A Montreal 
despatch to The Herald states that 
Sir Henry Thornton, president of 
the Canadian National Railways, In­
formed Premier Rhodes in the course 
of an interview that 600,000 bushels 
of wheat had been allocated for ex­
port through Halifax during the 
coming season.

In urging the greater use of the 
port of Halifax for Import and ex­
port trade, including grain shipments 
from the Canadian weet, Premier 
Rhodes presented the Importance of 
continuous shipments during the 
grain shipping season. He pointed 
out that the shipment of small, iso­
lated lots would he of little benefit 
in building up permanent trade in 
Halifax.

Dr. W. S. Carter, Chief Superintend­
ent of Education for New Brunswick, 
who came to the city today, when 
asked about the Myers History used
