Fredericton, N. B., May 29—Inspector
H. E. Harrison of Fredericton has been
active this week in enforcement of fish-
ery laws. At Woodstock five mill own-
ers or operators were. convicted of
dumping sawdust in streams. Four were
first offences and one a second. Two
mills were on the St. John river and
three on the Presque Isle.

The regulation forbidding the catch-
ing of trout less than six inches In length
is frequently broken., Three anglers who
brok it on Victoria Day are to face
charges at Canterbury on June 9. Net-
ting trout also is forbidden and one
violator of the law gave up his net to
the inspector, but said it was the prop-
erty of ‘a resident of the State of Maine.
