My reason 
for selling then was tersely expalined 
to one questioner, a competitor of mine. 
To him I said, ‘You are only forty-five 
years old, and you look sixty-five. I 
do not want to look sixty-five when l 
am only forty-five—that is my chief 
reason for selling.’ The job printer is 
the worst paid business man I know 
of. The man who knows least about 
good job printing is the worst kicker.”

From Victoria Mr. Wood went to 
Nelson, where, after prospecting for 
gold for several months, he relumed to 
the effete East. “I figured it out,” he 
said, “that every man out here was 
looking for the man and the money 
from the East. I thought I would go 
back East where the money came from 
and rub shoulders with it.”

Mr. Wood is credited with making a 
small fortune in a few years in buy­
ing, reorganizing and selling news­
papers.

“On my return to Toronto,” he said, 
“I took the first position offering at 
$400 a year. In a very short time the 
same employer was paying me $4,000 a 
year, and I had to manage to catch 
the spirit of the West and carry it 
home with me.”

Mr. Wood’s caustic comment on the 
business men wTio waste money in ad­
vertising schemes, to the neglect of 
real advertising in newspapers and by 
catalogues is certainly an impartial 
assertion, for Mr. Wood is now a di­
rector of the Semi-Ready Tailoring, 
and is also advertising director of the 
Slater Shoe Company, 
business houses are perhaps the best 
known manufacturers in Canada, and 
their advertising expenditure is con­
fined almost exclusively to the news­
papers.

“We find that advertising saves us 
a lot of money,” said Mr. Wood. “Our 
advertising lessens our wholesale sell­
ing expenses. In fact, our selling ex­
penditures and our advertising appro­
priation combined is' a less percentage 
than the selling cost alone of the 
manufacturers who cling to old sys­
tems of business and old methods of 
manufacture.”
