Riot m Paris.

Sunday last being the anniversary of 
the fall of the Commune, the Communists 
of Paris attempted to hold a demonstra­
tion at the tombs of their comrades in 
Pere LeChaise Cem ;tery. The police inter­
fered and prevented the display of sedi­
tious emblems. A serious conllict ensued 
in which several men were wounded. The 
police finally dispersed the rioters, thirty 
of whom were arrested. The police order­
ed the communists to surrender a red flag. 
The latter refused. Fighting ensued ; the 
police drew swords and drove the rabble 
against a heap of stones. The .rioters 
used stones as missiles, and one of the 
police was knocked senseless and another’s 
jaw was broken. The Republican jguards 
with fixed bayonets charged the mob, 
wounding several in the foremost rank, 
one fatally. Several reporters were ar­
rested, but were afterwards released. One- 
anarchist received five sabre cuts and 
others were fearfully gashed. The police 
were unusually severe, showing no quar­
ter. The scene resembled the outbreak 
of a revolution. Shops in the vicinity of 
the rict were hurriedly closed .and the ut­
most excitement prevailed until a late 
hour. Knots of communists gathered at 
various places at night vowing vengeance 
on the police and Government. It is said 
that five persons were killed and eighty 
wounded. The police maintain that ten 
persons only were seriously wounded, and 
that no one was killed.

At a smal1 party of workers and think­
ers a few nights ago, says a letter-writer 
in this city, 1 was in a group that d's- 
cussed the d;staste for mar. iage wlv'ch 
characterizes the girlhood of the day. 
One young lady had fort:fied herae’f with 
a newspaper clipping on the subject, 
which she drew from he*’ pocket and read, 
as further substantiating her position. It 
was to the effect that husbaud hunting 
maidens, young or old, were very much 
scarcer than of yore; that instead of being 
anx’uus to marry, gir's were slow of in­
ducement in that direction.

“It is true,” said a young lady, “ I 
scarcely know a girl who wants to marry. 
They are learning something iu the way 
of a profession, something that will inter­
est them as well as supply them—two 
roles in which husbands just now fail. 
The truth is, we are all scared away from 
any desire to marry by seeing how wretch­
ed those who do marry are. Where 
would we look for husbands ? Among 
the “snips” and “sports" and character­
less young men that fill our drawing­
rooms ? They are insufferable as mpre 
acquaintances or beaux; who could con­
template them as husbands ? I have 
always thought that if I could find a 
young man at all like my father I could 
love him and marry him ; but that school 
of men has vanished from the younger

Nobody doubts that she expressed the 
convictions of a large representation of 
young women. Their lack of interest in 
mai riage is not due to the larger activities 
which continually open before women, 
but to the unattractive, unreliable mater­
ial iu the way of husbands.
