The seed
of a shrub, the vonimperono, has a
feathery tuit abous an inch anda haslf
long, whose fibers have considerable
strength and otherwise resemble the fiber
from the silkworm. Oa the westsrn
cnast of Medagascar the tufts are collected
for stuffing pillows, cushions, and the
seats of sedan chairs.

The fact that the points and indenta-
tions of leives are modified by rain,
being elongated and made more slender,
has been established by S8tahl, from
observations made at Burtenzorg, Java.
He has also shown that the leaves tend
to assume a vertical position to change
the nerves into little water channels, and
to arrange their down s0 as to scatter the
drops. To this Junger has just added
the observation that plauts exposed to
the spray of waterfalls become ‘‘drip-
pointed.” The leaves lose their down,
and become arranged on the stems so as
to best shed water.

The real value of potatves dep
upon the starch contiined, which may
vary from 13 per cent. to about twice as
much. While the price does not vary
accordingly, it is of advantage to culti.
vatora to select seed rich in starch, and a
French inventor, M. A. Allard, has de-
viced an instrument oalled the feculo-
meter for enabling them to do this. It
depends upon the principle that increase
in the proportion of starch increases the
density. It is a kind of large arevmeter,
consisting of a lower raceptacle fora
weight, a central float into which is puta
kilogramme of very clean and very dry
potatoes, and a rod graduated for density
and corresponding richness in starch.
When plunged into a cylindrical vessel of
water about 20 inches deep, the instru-
ment promptly indicates the quality of
the potatoe by the depth t» which the rod
sinks. The same apparatus, may be
used for determining the density of other
farm produots, such as Lo.ts and grain, a
