The real trouble is that this recently
developed district is just like a grow-
ing boy who having fed on his parents
for years, begins to feel a certain
strength, and being overly confident
chafes at the ties which bind him to
home. New Ontario is no doubt large
enough and strong enough to be a sep-
ardte province, but it should become
such by friendly agreement and not
by an unfortunate political struggle.

CANADA’S RICHES.

This Canada of ours is a great
country. We don’t really know any-
thing about it yet, for so far only a
little strip near the United States bor-
der has been settled, and prospectors
have merely scratched gravel in a few
of the outlying districts. The whole
country is full of minerals, and before
wvery many years. elapse the production
:wm be a hundred times greater than
at present. Coal has been found in
many places; gold seems to be abun-
dant everywhere; silver in cartloads is
found in Cobalt; any amount of: iron
is lying ready for the smelters; and

. before another year goes by the Kip-

pewa diamond fields will be as famous
as the Yukon gold region is today.
There are diamonds in Canada and
other precious stones as well, all walt-
ing to be taken out, and while we mar-
vel at the great amount of develan-
ment work which has already been
done to the ° different provinces, ..we
must look upon it as merely the pre-
liminary scraping. Canada’s wonder-
ful mineral wealth is as yet practically
undisturbed, scarcely conceivable in
its extent. And in addition to all this,
and best of all in a nation’s assets, we
have the finest farming country in the
world. Nowhere can crops be raised
equal to those from Manitoba and the
new provinces, and there are vast re-
gions yet unexplored, lying to the
north, from which the food supply of
half the world must eventually be
drawn.

TO PREVENT SLUMS.

‘An number of.a;; larger Upper Cana-
dian cities are devoting some attention
to the question of how to prevent the
existence of slums. The method which
seems to be most in favor is by the es-
tablishment of what are known as
garden villages on the outskirts of the
towns. It is recognized that over-
crowding of people, with all the attend-
ant evils, forms a condition natural
enough in a large city. Real estate
values are high, and property owners
cannot hope for any reasonable returns
on their investments unless they build
on the land just as many tenements as
can be placed there. In the ordinary
course it follows that these tenements
are very small, and when a lot of peo-
ple are foreed to live in cramped quar-
ters, unhealthy conditions necessarily
arise. St. John has not what are
ordinarily termed slums, but there are
many houses and groups of houses in
ttis city which are unfit for human
occupation. We are not in a position to
establish garden village settlements be-
yond the smoke of the city where every
cottage is surrounded by lawns—but we
can, if our laws are properly applied
bcing about marked improvement. All
persons who give their time to charit-
able works, know that in this town
there is need for an active effort to-
w;ards bettering the conditions of the
poorer classes, and suggestions to this
end have been made from time to time.

Unfortunately these have been without*

result. It. would appear that the
simplest way out of the difficulty wots1
be by enlarging the duties of the build-
ing inspector who is now not over-
worked. He might easily act in con-
junection with the board of health and
see that whatever alterations nefessary
be made in dwellings.

SURPRISE OF SECOND
PEAGE CONFERENCE

THE HAGUB, June 19.— The surprise
of the second session of the peace con-
ference this afternoon was the formal
reservation by General Horace Porter
in behalf of the United States, of the
vight to present the question of limita-
tioa of armaments. Together with this,
he also reserved the right to introduce
the question of collection of contrac-
tural debts by force,

Sir Edward Frye also served notice
that Great Britain reserved the right to
introduce subjects outside the proe
gramme, but less significance is attach-
ed to his action. .

msession was ' Baron von Beiberstein's
notification that Germany intended to
offer the proposition of an annual prize
court to which appeals could be made
at the time of a maritime war and the
decision of which should be final.
