THE HAGUE, June 19.— The surprise 
of the second session of the peace con­
ference this afternoon was the formal 
reservation by General Horace Porter 
in behalf of the United States, of the 
right to present the question of limita­
tion of armaments. Together with this, 
he also reserved the right to introduce 
the question of collection of contrac­
turai debts by force.

Sir Edward Frye also served notice 
that Great Britain reserved the right to 
introduce subjects outside the pro­
gramme, but less significance Is attach­
ed to his action.

Another Interesting feature of the 
session was Baron von Beiberstein’s 
notification that Germany intended to 
offer the proposition of an annual prize 
court tq which appeals could be made 
at the time of a maritime war and the 
decision of which should be final. Gen­
eral Porter seconded this proposition on 
behalf of the United States, and Sir 
Edward Frye declared that Great Bri­
tain proposed to advance a project on 
similar lines.

Beyond these two matters, the ses­
sion was perfunctory in character.

THE HAGUE, June 19—The second 
session of the peace conference to com­
plete the organization and create the 
four general committees, where the ac­
tual work will be done, began behind 
closed, doors at 4 o’clock this afternoon. 
The programme was carefully arrang­
ed in advance In order to avoid the 
possibility of surprises being sprung.

M. Bourgeois, France, was elected 
president of the committee on arbi­
tration.

M. Berrnaert, Belgium and Herr As- 
ser, Netherlands, were elected presl- 
rents of the committees on land war 
and General Horace Porter, U. S., an 
honorary president.

For the committee on maritime war,
