while in general legislation the lords®
veto may be annulled after a substan-
say two years. The an-
swer to this is that any such step
would be an unconstitutional use of
brute - force. Conservatives demand
that Asquith come out into the open.

There are also demands that Balfour
and Asquith both be pressed to accept
or reject Rosebery’s reasonable meas—
ure for reform of the lords, which
many of the most influential peecrs
themselves accept.
