What lesson is
this " And someone would reply, “It is
‘keeping the Sabbath.” ” Then that ple-
ture card was tacked to the bosrd, and so
on through the whole lesson. Few of onr
people can read English, but all the
children epjoyed the pictures in the
papers, 80 whoever sent them did us &
very kindly service, and If this falls
under the donor's eye, will he or she
please acoept our thanks ?

Upon leaving home last year, some of
you will remember that you gave us
some sets of the lnternational ploture
series. When we took up the school
