% | Interesting Lecture By Prof, Patten Betore Arch-
aeological Society --- Research Leads to Many

Surprising Revelation
Another, Each Telling

Prot. Lewis Patten, of the Hartford
Theological Bemibary, delivered o lec
ture on “Palestine Before the Hebrew
Conguest,” in the Natural History So.
clety’s rooms, Baturday evening. D
W. W, White oceupled the chair and
there was u latge attendance of mem-
bere of the Archaeological Bociety
and their friends,

In opening Prof. Patten said that up
to ten or twelvé years ago there had
lsavh no historical knowledge of the

&ulpn who originally occupied the
\nu of Palestine, exeept the very un:
satistactory information embodieg in
the traditions of the anelent Jews. But
recently the work of the excavation
commission had opened up important
sourees of informition regarding the
ancient Canaanites, who were dispos-
sested by the Jews, and of other races
that had occupled the land long before
the Canaanites.

Anclent cities, sald the lecturer, had
no street cleaning systems. Garbage
and refuse were thrown into the
streets and squares until the people
gradually buried thelr dwellings and
probably themselves, Then other peo.
ples came nlong, levelled the garbuge
dumpe, built anether eity on the same
site, and then proceeded to bury it

Fhe resuit of this process, \ike that
of the agedong industry of the coral
polype had been the creation of
great mounds which in some cases had
attalhed the maghitude of small moun-
taing, Archaeologleta had made exen
vations into some of these mounds,
