Winnipeg, April 15—With her hands
{ied behind her back by a towel, her
feet knotted securely and a towel
wound tightly around her throat, the
pody of Giselle Robérts, the belle of
the segregated district, popularly
known as Mignon, was fonnd lying on
her bed this morning. .

The case is one of the most mys-
terious murders that the police have
known in a decade. The unfortunate
girl was strangled by the (owel wrap-
ped around her throat,

According to physicians, she had
been dead about an hour when found.

This afternoon the police dragnet
is stretched over the city in an effort
to locate the murderer. Although but
a meagre description has been furnish-
]tud. it was said that the police have

already a good idea of the identity
of the slayer, and that an arrest is
expected hourly.

Robbery appears to be the only rea
son. All the girl's money was taken,
boves and dressing tables were ran-
sacked.
