Nearly Two Thousand Citizens Attended Mass Meeting

der Auspices of Anti-Tuber-

Dr. Porter a Forceful Speaker Listened to With Rapt

That the people of St. John are

greatly interested in the campaign for

public education in the prevention and
cure of tuberculosis was shown by the
large attendance at the meeting held
under the auspices of the St. John
Anti-Tuberculosis Association in the
Imperial Theatre yesterday afternoon.
Many could not obtain seéats but re-

ined standing thr the meet.
ing Dr. George Porter, secretary of
the Canadian Assoclation for the Pre
vention and Cure of Tuberculosts, who
has addressed meetings all over Can-
ada, said afterwards that he had never
had the privilege of ressing a
darger or more attentlve gathering.

Lieut.Governor Hon Willlam Pugs-
ley presided, and the epeakers, in ad-
dition to Dr. Porter, were Hom, W, &,
Hoberts, minister of Ith for the
province, Rev. katuer Dukeg and Col.
Murray MacLaren, who has recently
returned home after distinguisied
service in the war.

The large attendance.was a tribute
to the work of.the St. John Anti-
Tuberculosis Association, which has
conducted a free dispensary in the
city for ten years or more, giving free
-advice, medical attendanoce and the
services of w nurse The association
has also been active in promoting the
establishment of the St. John County
Hospital, an institution which is doing
@ great work for the cure of consump-
tlves. Since the association began its
work here the death gate from con-
sumption in St. John has been reduc-
ed from 26 to 13 per 10,000 of popu-
lation, a convincing proof of its utility,

Dr. Porter, who is a forceful speak-
er, declared that consumption was not
hereditary, and could be cured if prop-
erly treated in time. He warned his
hearers against the use of patent me-
dicines, and recommended rest, good
food, and fresh air, and plenty of it,
as the essentials in -effecting a cure.

Points brought out by the speakers
were that fear of the careful consump-
tive is needless, that poor health from
any cause s conducive to consump-
tion, that people suspicious of bron-
chitis, neuresthenia, or other allments
being symptoms of something more
serious should at once cousult a phy-
siclan, and give themselves plenty of
redt, good food, and fresh air, that
hermetically sealed houses were dan-
gerous and storm windows should al-
ways allow for proper ventilation, that
neglected childhood, overwork, under-
nourishment, poor sanitary conditions,
vice and disease lowered resistance
to tuberculosis, and that housewives
who were afraid’ of the sunlight fad-
were inviting the
destruction of their children.

Lieut.Governor Pugsley said the
meeting was large and representative,
It was held under the auspices of the
St John Anti-Tuberculosis Association
which had done excellent work in this
community. In the past too little at:
tention had been defoted to the care
of human life. Governments had been
more concerned about cattle and
vegetables.

Rev. Father Duke said a tew words
of appreciation for the interest shown
in the work of the soclety for the pre-
vention of tuberculosis, Everybody
‘was liable to become a subject of this
disease. The society was like a tree
With three branches—the first branch
was the work that could be done fight.
ing tuberculosis by pen, pamphlet and
press—the second branch  was the
work done by the living voice—the
third branch was the work done hy
the sanitorlums and hospitals, There
was abundant testimony to the value
of the work dong by the sanitorium at
River Glade and the St. John County
Hospital.

Father Duke went on to poift out
how the work of the society was help.
ed by voluntary effort, and to urge
continuance of the effort to stamp out
this disease.

Dr Porter was delighted to see such
a great crowd to weléome Dr. Mac-
Laren back to St. John. New Bruns-
wick, was the first province to appoint
2 minister of health. The federal
government followed this example,
and the farmers’ government appoint.

During the war 50,000 people in
Canada, mostly in years of product-
ivity, were cut’ off by this dnsidious
disease. Consumption was Mke a pick.
pocket which robbed people of health
and life unawares.

Dr. Porter was glad to see New
Brunswick ha¢ made provision for
dealing with tubdreulosis. The two
institutions {1: the province were turn.
ing out results equal to the best in-
stitutions in the Upited States,

Bar Patent Medicines.

Dr. Porter gaid tubercul is was not
hereditary It was nét necessarily
fatal, and with care it was not con.
taglous. Much money was spent by
consumptive patients on patent medi
cines manufactured in the States or
Canada. These medicines contained
opiates and whiskey. They gave a
temporary relief or acted as stimu-
lants. But neithoér oplates nor whiskey
were cures for consumption

People should spend their money
on essential comforts—and not waste
it on patent medicines or travel, In
Canada doctors talked of sending pa-
tients to warm climates; in Cuba
doctors  talked of sending their pa-
‘'thents to Canada. Change of climate
might be advantageous in S0me cases,
The rich could take their families
;with them. But for the poor man
who could not have all the comforts
‘travel meant weariness and homesick-
ness, which was very bad for con
sumptives. :

Fresh Air.

The trouble fn this country was not
the climate—but lack of climate
Enough money was spent on double
windows in this country to build a
score of crystal palaces,

If you have a cough which lasts
over three weeks and you are losing
weight you may amot have consump-
tion, but it is well to take care of
yourself and consult a physician.

The first essential is good food; the
second essential is euflicient rest. If
'onl speed your motor the magistrate
nes you; if you speed up your physi-
cal energies nature fives you. Children
should not be crammed with dessons in
school and out. G.ve them a chance
‘t¢ get fresh air a enjoy themselves.
A person coul teep in Canada every
night in the year with his window
open. He wauld mot say do away with
storm wipdows. But if you could not
keep your window open at night, then
be sure to properly vemtilate the bed-
rooms in daytime.

A careful consumptive was not dan-
gerous. Fresh air and eunshine were
the great allies. The sun fades the
carpets, but better that than to see
the blossoms fade from the children’s
cheeks.

Dr. Porter went on to speak of the
hopeless outlook that surrounded con-
sumplive patients in the days of Liitle
Nell, und of how the progress of medi-
cal scienoe had held out hope of stamp-
ing out this disease which has caused
s0 much suffering and loss.

Hon. Dr. Roberts.

Hon. Dr. Roberls congratulated Dr
Farris, the efficient superintendent of
the John County Hospital, and his
assoclates of the Soclety for the Pre
vention of Tuberculosis for bninging
so able a speaker as Dr. Porter to
St. John. Tubercwlosis was one of
the many problems we have to deal
with, and on behalf of the Depantment
of Public Health he wished to express
thanks for such meetings, the educa-
tional value of which was being more
and more recognized. He, therefore,
moved & hearty and appreclative vote
of thanks to Dr. Porter, probably the
greatest propagandist of ¢he campaign
against tuberculosis.

J. A. Likely seconded the motion,
which was carrfed by a standing vote.
The LisutGovernor formally thanked
Dr. Porter ,and then introduced Dr,
MacLaren, a man whom the King had
honored for his fine war work, and
who brought honor to St. John.

Colonel MacLaren.

Dr. Murray MacLaren was given an
ovation, which lasted for several min-
utes. The object of the meeting, he
said, was to stimulate interest in the
campaign against tuberculosis, and to
disseminate information regarding
public health. The basis of the treat-
ment of the subject was sanitation and
hygiene. Once the public understood
how to deal with tuberculosis they
had gone a long way. Governments
were expected to do a greatdeal in the
matter of public health, and New
Brunswick, under Dr. Roberts,, was
taking a leading part. What the
governments were doing was vital and
essential, but another thing was
nesded. There should be general re
cognition of our individual duties;
there must be willing co-operation with
the health authornitles. We should
inform ourselves about public health,
and have a working knowledge of the
general rules of health. Every soklier
receives certaln instruction in sanita-
tion and first aid. 3

Dr. MacLaren spoke of the work of
the St. John Dispensary, of which the
admirable work was not well known,
Anybody who thought they had tuben
culosis could receive adviee anqd
treatment from the Dispensary free ot
charge. Last year the nurse attached

to the Diepensary made 1,060 visits to

homes of patients. This indicated a
&ood work of very considerable extent,
