Similarly, at the end of the late
‘war, the Turkish sovereignty retired to
ts the heart of its own dominion in
Anatolia, and set up the Angora Gov-
erument. There is the independent
national home of the race, and it is
there that the Turk should be con-
fined.

The second aspeet of the Turkish
problem is that during all these cen-
turfes the Turk in lands where he
does not belong has simply formed
an army of occupation to hold down
a subject population. He did not go
into Europe, as did the Germans into
the western Roman Empire or the
Slave in the east, and fuse with the
nati a new pejrle. He
conquered them and became a ruling
caste.

With the exception of s few mil
lions whose ancestors ¥ettled in the
Balkans, during all those ceaturies he
remained an ‘army of occupation, dur-
ing the first half of the time extending
h's dominion during the last half try-
ing to retain it. During all these cen-
turies he produced nothing and de-
stroyed much.

Religious Freedom D2nied

The third aspect of the problem to
be remembered is that up to the nine-
teenth century, the Turk granted re-
tigious toleration to the subject
peoples. There were no massacres of
Christians during all that time despite
the repeated massacres during the
nineteenth century and down to yes-
terday. Down . t¢o 1825, the Turk
treated his subject peoples with con-
temptuous indifference. As long as
they were contented with their lot of
inferiority, he let them alone, But
as soon as there was the slightest
attempt at political independence or

there was massacre.
inistration, re-

The lesson to be drawn from this
aspect of the Near Bast is that it is
ridiculous to expect the Turk ever to
recognize the rights of non<Muhamma-
dan minorities within his dominfons.
The Turk was admitted to the family
of nations after the Crimean War in
1856 on condition that he respect the
rights of the Christian subject people.
He treated them so badly that Rus-
sia went to war in 1877-78.

At the end of the war the Turk
signed the treaty of Berlin with the
same provision in it and never kept it,
nor has, he ever since. Iffis mow
proposed to return Christian popuh-
tions to the domination of the Turk
with the same old hypocritical diplo-
soatic formula about the rights of min-
orities.

Selfish Motives Seen

The fourth t of the problem
is that. in their relations with the
Turk, Buropean powers have mot been
actuated by motives either of human-
#y or Christianity. Every omne of
them has been actmated by the selfish
motive of self-interest.

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Wild Animal Criminals and Crime
is ope of the chapter headings of Dr.
Hornaday’s new book, soon to be pub-
lished by Seribner’s under the title of
The Minds and Manners of Wild Ani-
mals, For the last twenty years Dr.
Hornaday has been answering ques-
tions about wild animals and their
ways. He has been written to and
called by telephone from all over the
country by persons who wanted to
know which wild animal he considered
the most iIntelligent, or if it is true
that apea can walk as they do in the
Tarzan books.

Partly in self-defense and chiefly
because he knew he had something to
tell out of the observations of forty
years. Dr. Hornaday wrote the an-
swers to all the questions that ent@r
the minds of visitors to the zoo and
more besides, and put them in The
Minds and Manners of Wild Animals.

Possession Is Nine Points,

On the subject of jungle crime, Dr.
Hornaday makes it plain that about
visited |the only felony to which beasts are
addicted is murder. There isn’t much
banditry in the jungle. The principal,
“what’s yours is yours and what’s mine
is mine” {8 pretty strictly adhered to.
A monkey, for instance, if he has
picked a couple of particularly large
and fine bananas, doesn’t show them to
overy monkey he meets. He stows
them in his elastic cheek pouches, and
kseps them there until he is ready to

Au the emotions of wild animals
are revealed more sharply in captiv-
ity, Dr, Hornaday says. The crime pro-
ducing emotions, jealousy, hatred, de-
sire for revenge, lust for innocent
blood, are all fattened by prolonged
contact with men. As a clear case of
animal murder he tells the story ot
Lopez, a jaguar at the zoo, and the
female which was obtained as a com-
panion for him. Lopez caressed her
through the bars for two days Gefore
she was admitted to his cage. As soon
as she entered he bit through her neck
and killed her.

As for language among animals, Dr.
Hornaday says they have learned that
silence promotes peace and long life.
During all the time he spent in the
jungles of southern India, with the ex-
ception of constant swearing on the
part of big black monkeys, he could
count on his fingers the number of
times he heard animals raise their
voices to conrmunlcate with one an-
other.

Language Mostly By Signs.

That they can and do gommunicate,
Dr. Hornaday belleves there is no
question. For the most part it is a sign
language, but there are a few sounds
used and understood by the apes. The
sloth bear, when he warns an enemy,
says, “Ach! Ach !” and grizzly,
“Woof !” All bears in distress call,
“Err-wow-00-00-0of !"" Elephants have
a peculiar trumpeting call for the as-
sembling of the herd.

Association witlf men makes ani-
mals more talkative, Dr. Hornaday de-
clares. Domestic chickens he points
out, have a vocabulary which they use
constantly while fowl have not.

The barnyard warning to beware
the hawk is “Coor! Coor!” Murdef?
Help! ¥s “Kee-Owk! Kee-Owk!’ Come
on i “Cluck Cluck!” Food is here is
“Cook - cook - cook-cook!” Alarm 1is
made known by “Cut-cut-cut-dah-cut !

Dr. Hornaday finds that the animal
whose mind most closely approaches
that of man is the chimpanzee. Next
in order comes the orang, with the
Indian elephant, the domestic dog and
the horse practically abreast.
