Rev, Dr. Morison, of ‘St. David’s
Church, in Favor of Acceptance.

In the course of his serman at the morn-
ing service in St. David’s church Sunday,
the pastor, Rev Dr. Morison, devoted some
attention to the betleﬁcem!" offer of An-
drew Carnegie to St. John for a free pub-
lic library. The reverend n led
up o the question in a discourse upon the
culture of the intellect and pronounced
hLimself in favor of accepting the proferred
aid and establiching e first dass library
in St. John.

Rev. Dr. Morison in part said:

“Much depends upon preparation of the
mind. It will profit little on an unbu-
tored intellect to give it the freedom of
a magnificent library such as it is said we
may have shontly through the beneficence
of Mr. Andrew Carnegie. I hope we will
get it. I think Mr. Caimegie's momey
good enough for St. John. ! would like
this kind old city of St. John and her
citizens to assert themselves in this mat-
ter. You have dome it before. And your
fathers, men who were Loyalists in more
senses than one, did it befcre you. Think
of the grit, the pluck, the ‘stuff such men
were made of.” They setitled upcn a bleak_
rocky promentory and made it a place of
romantic beauty of which the citizens are
justly proud. How did they work this
transformation? By sacrifice, and if we
are their sons and daughters let us make
a wacrifice and perpetuate their memory
by putibing up $5,000 annually that we may
get $350,000 of an endowment; orT, better
still, $10,000 and get $100,000 -from that
illustrious Scotchman. Then let us say o
our children: The door of knowledge 18
open; come, read, learn. But in order that
these children may prefit by tthe long rows
of books, scientific, philosophic, economic
and religious, their mtellects must be cul-
stured so that they camnadt only read but
discriminate.”

Theological Essay Competition.

The committee appointed by the Dio-
cesan Synod of Fredericton for the promo-
tion of theological studies in the diocese,
met Friday, the bishop presiding. The
conditions governing the competition for
the theological essay prize of $50, offered
by Rev. J. de Soyres, open to 'the junor
clergy of the diocese, were finally de-
cided- :

1. Thete are two subjects, either of
which may be selected by the wiiters:

(a) The Council of Nicaea.

(b) The Consecration of Bishop m§‘?"‘-“
bury.

2. Competitors must be clergymen of-
ficiating in the diocese, who have not been
more than five years in orders.

3. Competitors are expected to descrihe
generally, in a preface to their essays,
the authorities and materials of which
they have made use-

4. The essays are to be sent to the Bish-
‘op of Fredericton not later than the lst
of May, 1902. They will be forwarded te
the appointed adjudicator Dr. Gwatkin,
professor of Church History in the Uni-
versity of Cambridge, whose decision will
probably be made known at the next
meecting of the Diocesan Synod.

‘I'he committee had also under consid-
eration the formation of a branch in
Canada of the Knglish Society of Sacred
Studies. ‘T'he question of an affiliation will
be brought before the Provincial Synnd
at its mext meeting. In any case, the
lines of that society’s work, viz., the for-
mation of reading-circles, and the deliv-
ery of theological lectures, will be follow-
ed in the Diocese of Kredericton.

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A number ef years ago a gentleman in
Clydesdale offered .me a situation as head
groom, which I accepted. He had one
horse, which was kept in a stable by him-
self, and was, without exception, the ugliest
and most savage animal of his kind I had
ever seen. He was as black as charcoal; he
was named Satan, and richly did he deserve
his name.

After being in the place a few days I was
asked hy the gentleman if I thought I could
make anything of Satan. I replied that if
he beat me he would be the only horse that.
had ever done so. “Try him to-morrow at
one o’clook,” said he, and he turned to go
away.

I determined, however, te try him that
night. My room was over the stables, and

as the moon did not rise till eleven o’clock

I threw myself upon the bedclothes, and,
contrary to my intention, fell asleep. When
I awoke it waes twelve, the moon shining

brightly, and rendering everything as visi-
ble as if it were day.

I went down to the stable with a bridle
prepared for the purpose, and a heavily-
loaded whip in my hand. Iknew that it
would be impossible to saddle him; and,
indeed, I should be-safer on his bare back
in the event of his throwing himself down.
I opened the stable door gently and there
he waas prone on his side, his legs and neck
stretched out as I had often seen horses ly-
ing after sore fatigue. I clapped my knee
upon his head, loosed the collar that bound
him, slipped the bit into his mouth, buckled

the throat band, raised him to his feets

backed him out and leaped upon his back,
before he had time to get his eyes opened.
But open them now he did, and that with
a.vengeance; he pawed and struck the walls
with his fore feet till the fire flashed from
the stones; and then he reared till he fell
right back upon the pavement. I was pre-
pared for this, and slipped off him as he
went down, and leaped on him again as he
rose. I had not as yet touched him with
the whip, bridle, or spur; but now I gave
him the curb and the spur at the same in-
stant. He gave one mad bound, and then
went off at a great rate completely eclipsing
the fastest horse I had ever ridden.

On he thundered, till he came under the
shadow of a fire wood, and then whether
out of mischief or dread of the darkness, he
halted instantaneously his fore feet so close
together that you might have put them in
a bucket. Owing to the  depression of his
shoulders, the way he jerked down his head,
and the suddenness of the stop, a monkey,
although he had been holding on with his
teeth, must have been unseated. For me, I
was pitched away over his head but alight-
ed on a spot so soft and mossy that it looked
like as if some kind hand had purposely
prepared it for me. Had I been in the
slightest degree stunned or unable to regain
my feet that instant he would have torn me
to pieces with his teeth, and beaten my
mangled body into the earth with his
mouth. But I at omce sprang to my feet
and faced him. I could have escaped by
leaping into the wood, but my blood was
up, my brain clear, and my heart gave not
one extra pulsation. There he stood upon
his hind legs nearly upright, beating the
air with his fore feet, his mouth open, his
uppér lip curled, his under one drawn down,
his large white teeth glimmering like ivory
in the moonlight.

I sprang forward seized him by the mane,
and vaulted upon his back. As Istooped
forward to gather up the reins, which were
dangling from his head, he caught me by
the cuff of the jacket—luckily it was but
the cuff=and tore it to the shoulder. In-
stantly he sdized me again; but this time
he succeeded rather better, having a small
portion of the skin and flesh of my thigh
between his teeth. The intense pain oc-
casioned by the tite, or rather bruise, of a
horse’s mouth can only be properly judged
by those who have felt it. I was the mad-
der of the two now; and of all animals an
enraged man is the most dangerous and the
most fearless. I gave him a blow between
the ears with the end of the whip, and he
went down at once, stunned and senseless,
with his legs doubled up under him and his
nose buried in the ground. I drew his fore
legs from under him that he might rise the
more readily, and then lashed him into life.
He turned his head slowly round and Jooked
at me, and then I saw the savage glare in
his eye was nearly quenched, and thatif I
could follow up the advantage I had gained
I should ultimately be the conqueror. I
now assisted him to rise, mounted him, and
struck at once with whip and spur. He
gave a few bounds forward, a stagger or
two, and then fell heavily upon his side.
I was nearly under him; however I did
save my distance, although that wasall. I
now began to feel sorry for him; his won-
derful speed had won my respect, and as I
was far from being naturally cruel, whip or
spur I never used except in cases of neces-
sity; so I thought I would allow him to lie
for a few minutes, if he did not incline to
get up himself.

However, as 1 had no faith in the crea-
tare, I sat down upon him and watched
him intently. He lay motionless, with his
eyes shut; and had it not been for the firm
and fast beat of his heart I should have cor-
gidered bim dying from the effects of the
blow; but the strong pulsation told me
there was plenty of life in him; and I sus-
pected that he was lying quiet meditating
mischief.

With a muttered growl at my folly I threw
the idea from me—leaped up, seized the
reing-—with a lash and a cry made him
spring to his feet—mounted him as he rose,

}mnd struck the spurs into his side. He

reared and wheeled, but finding that he
could not get rid of me, and being unable to
stand the torture of the spurs which I used
freely (it was no time for mercy), he made
two or three plunges then bounded away
at that dreadful leaping gallop which seemed
peculiarly his own. I tried to moderate
his speed with the bridle, but. found to my
surprise that it had no command over him,
I knew at once that something was wrong,
as, with the bit I had in his mouth, I
ought to have had the power to have broken
his jaw bone, I stooped forward to learn
the cause; the loose curb dangling at the
side of his head gave a satisfactory explan«
ation.

He had it all his own way now; he was
fairly off with me, and all I could do was
to bear his head as well as I could, te pre-
vent him from stumbling. However, as it
would have been bad policy to let him
know how much he was master, I gave him
an occasional touch with the spur, as if
wishing him to accelerate his pace; and
when he made an extra bound I patted
him on the neck as if pleased with the per-
formance.

As we neared a grove Satan slackened
his speed; this I thought he did witha
view to crush me against the trunks of the
trees. To prevent him from havimg time
to do this I struck him with the spurs, and
away again he went like fury.

As he burst through the trees I flung my
head forward upon his neck to prevent my-
self from being swept off by the lower
branches. In doing this the spurs acci-
dentally came in contact with his sides.
He gave one tremendous leap forward—the
ground sank under his feet—the horse was
thrown over his own head—I was jerked into
the air—and amid an avalanche of earth
and stones we were hurled down a perpen«
dicular bank into the brown swollen waters
of the Clyde. :

Owing to a bend in the river the force of
the current was directed against this par-
ticular spot and had undermined it; and
although strong enough to bear a man or a
horse, under ordinary circumstances, yet
down at once it thundered under the dess
perate leap of Satan. However, it did not
signify, as nothing could have prevented ug
from surging into the water at the next
bound.
