Taking that
view of fthe “America for the Americans’
theéry, this representative of French au-
thotity in Miquelon feels édssured - that
France dare mot cede the islands to any
power but the Umited States. President
Loubet will not réligh such an acknow-
ledgement by ome of his eolonial adminis-
trators, of United States supremacy over
French Istands. His own view, and the
view of his govermment, is that France is
absolute mistress Of these islands, free
to kéep them or ‘to transfer them to
whom she will, without consulting the
United States.
