This firm having carried off .the sole prize by 
exhibiting a <*ronometer which fulfilled in the 
highest degree every r endition required, crown­
ed their first su^ess by gaining honorable men­
tion for two* other chronometer* Tie allusion 
to this triile honor was received with enthu­
siastic app.ause, and Professor Humbert, Presi­
dent of the Fine Ar e Section, closed the meet­
ing with a happy and humorous dissertation up­
on subjects connected with this department.
