Thomson, Esq., moved to strike out the 
notice of defence. These are cases in 
which the plaintiffs bring an action for 
trespass against the defendants, who are 
the trustees of schools for the Parish of 
Simonds. The trustees issued warrants 
and levied on the goods of the plaintiffs. 
They bring this action of trespass. Mr 
Thomson claimed that the notice ol de-, 
fence was Insufficient; that said notice 
did not state .who authorized the assess­
ment; that there Is no notice of an as­
sessment; and that there was not one 
single defence. The mere fact that two 
of the defendants were trustees was not 
enough to warrant the issue.

The Attorney General opposed the mo­
tion, and cited authority to show that 
the notice was sufficient and that the sta­
tutes gave him power to amend or add to 
such notice. He asked, therefore, the 
privilege of amending the notice.

Mr. Thomson again urged his point and 
said that the last session of the Legisla­
ture had passed an Act having this case 
in view.

Mr. King denied this.
Mr, Thomson said he knew what law 

ment when It was passed it he did cot 
know liow they make them.

Mr. King retorted that he tried to get 
his finger in the pie and learn how to 
make laws.*

Mr. Thomson said he only wanted to 
get to the Legislature to watch others 
make laws.

Mr. King did not see why that, every 
time the Legislature was spoken of, so 
much bile came out of Mr. Thomson.
