An Important movement has been 
started in Scotland for tlie establishment 
of professorships of education at the 
Universities.

General Chabaiid--I^itOuri French Min­
ister of the Interior, has dismissed the 
Mayor and deputies of the town of Mc- 
luin, Department of Seine-et-Maine, from 
office because they signed an address re - 
commending electors to vote according 
to their political principles.

Considerable attention hag been direct­
ed to a statement of Lord Salisbury that 
a new coalfield has been discovered in 
India containing 17,000,000 tons of coal 
at a depth of 200 feet. This coalfield is 
situated in Ntigoorc, and will be avail­
able for Bombay by the railway which 
connects these two cities. But there Is 
a still more Important discovery of a 
coalfield containing 24 millions of tons in 
the KUminum district.

From this point the line 
will bifurcate ; one branch will follow the 
valley of the GlflVe, passing by Cornan, 
St. Ivoire, Bonne, and Annemasse ; the 
other will continue along the valley of tlie 
Arve, puss by Bonneville, and join the 
line to Annecy at or near La Roche. The 
Conseil purpose granting the concession 
in their sitting of next year.— Cimtihental 
Htrald.
