Vienna Friday A) ril 18-(Delayed) 

—Control of Vienna has been taken 
over by the Soldiers’ Council. Quiet 
prevails but communizing o If the prop- 
erty of those unable to resist has be- 
gun. It is possible there will be no 
change in the name of the Government 
but it will be Bolshevistic in purpose.

The situation is much the same as, 
it was in Budapest a few hours after 
the radicals had taken control. The 
policing of the city has been taken 
over by the Volkswehr. The Parlia- 
ment building was occupied this morn- 
ing by two battalions of soldiers after 
representatives of the Soldiers’ Council 
had placed 5,000 men at the Govern- 
ment’s control on the understanding 
that the police would be dispersed. The 
soldiers are commanded by Col. Stoesel 
Wimmmer who takes orders from the 
Soldiers’ Council which is either so- 
cialisties or communistic.
Allies warn.

Col. Cunningham in the name of the 
allies has issued a decree declaring 
that if there is further disturbance the 
food supply will be cut off. For that 
reason serious trouble in unlikely 
While it is possible there will be no 
change in thename of the Government, 
it will none the less be Bolshevistic in 
purpose.
