Stratford Beacon, Dee, 15, ;

“Out of evil comes blessing for the right.
minded” wrote the old Persian poet, Hfiz,
Words of wisdom, these, whose exe mplifica-
tion is found in the bhandsome, substantial and
wellconipped church of St Brigid's, Logan
On January 6 of thig year, the old wooden
church was accidentally burnt down, and now,
before the year has drawn Lo its close, a fine
brick structure stands upon 1he old sito, fully
eguipped for the worship of God. What am-
ount of self-sacrifice and self denial, of unre-
mitting toil and anxious hopes, of bright an
ticipations and falfilled desires are reprosented
#n the building only Father Downey and those
closeiy associated_with him know. But the
cougregation of Si. Brigid's now have the
pleasure of worshipping in one of the neatest
eouniry churches 1o be found anywhere in the
Nee of ilmhop McEvay.

It i8 only a very short time ago that St
Brigid's wae formed into a parish, being pre:
viously attended 1o by Rev. Father O'Neil of
Kinkora. The congregation have built a very

ood house for their resident priest, Father

owney. Itis a fine, commodious dwelling,
well adapted for its purposes. The parish pro-
gressed very favorably under its resident pas-
tor, and the old church, neat and comfortable,
would have answered all purposes for many
r:nu 10 come. had it not been accidentally

urnt down with all its furnishings. Nothing
daunted by the accident, the people resolved
10 build a new church, the cornerstone of
which was laid on the 28th of last May.

THE NEW CHURCH

The new church is built in the Gothic style
of architeciure. The materials are red brick
with grey trimmings.  Seen from the road. the
building has a very handsome erfect with its
1ail and tapering spire. No less ple asing i3 the
interior of the church, which is wainseotted
with black a: The trusses show in the ceil-
ing. and are painted and grained to match the
biack ash finish. The sanctuary is of ample
proportions and is well lighted by two hand-
some windows. At the back of the sanctuary
is & niche which containg the statue of St.
Brigid, the patron saint of the church. This
statue was presented to the wrch by the
former pastor, Rev. Father O'Neil. The aliar
is # very handsome one of the Romanesque
yattern designed by a specialist, Mre. Ge y
zosenblatt, of St Clements, On the epistie
side of the altar is a statue of St. Patrick, pre-
sented Lo the congregation by Hishop Mckvay,
while at the Gospel side, there is & stal f St
Ausne and : i v y tha left of
the sanciuary, facing the peopl is the stature
of St. Joseph, while to the right is a statune of
the Virgin and the Holy Child Jesus, There
is a preuty little sacristy attached to the
church and connected with it by a passace,
which allows the sacristy to be uscd as a
vestry, The windows of the *hurch are of
stained glass and are **To Memorium ™ Rilts.

he picturesrepresenting the fourteen Stations
of the Cross were furnished by George Rosen
blatt of St. Clements, The church i< well
»d and ventilated and its furnishings
of the latest designs. As a building it re
flects gront credit. upon the architect, Mr.
Harry Powell, of Stratford, under whose skl
ful gupervision it has been erected 1t and the
beautiful prosbytery connected with it, area
crediy both to the worthy pastor, Father
Downey. and to the people of Logan. Itsen-

and these plans had been carried ont by the
poople and their good pastor 1t was his honor
and privilege to dedicate the « hurch. He was
not alarmed because there was no address for
him, for he know they reverenced, honored and
respected their chiel pastor, the Bishop, as
children did their parents, 1t was not neces
gary for the son or daughter to give addresses
10 their parents, to signify their jove, nor was
3t mecessaty for them to give him reams of
foolscap to attest their love

The church in which they were was a hand
gome, substantial and well furnished building,
w0 equipped that the worship of God could be
earried on with dignity and decorum, They
should rejoice and be thankful, beeause they
had had a hard time in aylng 1o goerve God
without the proper meaus.  In time of groat
joy people sometimes forgot to be thankful,
Christ, Himself, was  the great model for
thanksgiving, When He gave the loaves and
fishes to the multitude He gave thanks, Agnin
at the tomb of Lazarus Christ said, *1thank
Thee. Oh Father.” Then in otfering the first
wacrifice of the Holy Mass the Christ took
bread, break it, and gave thanks. Kven in the
wacrifice of Himself thero was thankspiving,
The boly saints, Augustine and Chrysosiom,
and others gave thanks, In all times and in
all places they must be thankful to God, who
roemembered them,

GOD THE GIVER OF GIFTS

The Bishop then exhorted them to romember
that God was the author of every gill, that He
was the architect of the olden temple built by
Solomon-~the Magter of its ceremony and ¥
dedication was carried on under His super-
wision. They had the same God as the old Jews
had. God was just as near Lo them, and the

ceremony of ded’calion was just as iniportant
for them as the Jews, 1t was one of the nobl-
est acts of their lives—ihe getting apart of a
house for the worship and service « f God-—a
place to be sanctified in  There was no s
take in this matter for they were tlliing God's
will,

The old temple and its forin were but the
types--the shadows of what they now pos
sessed, They had all the glory of the former
house and in addation the Blessed Presence it
gelt -for with Christ they had everyuhing
necessary 1o take men to heaven,

In the Church it was Christ who met them.
He #aid, * Come unto me, ye Lthat are weary,
and | will refresh you” "He would refresh
them with His body and His blood in the Holy
Sacrament There were some good pueople
who thought that if they couid have heard the
angels sioging **Peace on earth " [they could
have worshipped Christ, but they could do
this, for next sunday their choir would sing
the same words as the angels 8ing.
Uuners thought that if they could see the Babe
in the manger they would worship Christ, but
as Catholics i% was their privilege to see Christ
in His child likeness and gimplieity in the Holy
sacrament. Some very pious people had an
iden that if they got to some sacred grotto or
place they could worship God, Let them re-
member that at home, in this, their house, they
could worship God just as truly asin any of
these places made sacred by events. Indeed
not only in the building itself, but in all sacra-
ments of the Church, counld they worship God.
And all these were occasions for thanksgiving
and rejoicing. -

The Holy Communion table is the easiest
way Lo keep in God’s way. Let them not wait
until they were forced Lo come but partake of
the Blessec Sacrament whenever they had the
opportunity. In all the sacramenis of the
church their life was bound up and necessarily
80 _in the Church.

They must hear God's blessed word. It is
His word that the priesis give you, not men's
opinions, but God’s truths, They do not alter
God's word but give it you as He givesit them.
Faith comes through hearing. They must hear
the word of God. In all these ways apply the
wood in God’s word to their souls. Love the
Church, make sacritice for it,for it is dedicated
toGod. People with faith will make sacrific
for God. If you go into a place where there is
faith you will find good churches, convents,
schools or whatever the church needs, but if
there is little faith, the court house or the jail
will be the finest buildinge in the place. God’s
house should be the besy building in the com
munity, and people and pastor should make
sacrifice for it.

Peopl made great. sacrifices for God’s house
in the olden times. When the Jews were cap-
tives in Babylon they could not sing the songs
of the Lord in a strange place, so they made
the sacrifice of journeying to serve the Lord
That was under the Old l1.'»|w, but under the
New Law in which they were liviog, they had
the House of God almost at their doors. Let
them make sacrifice for its adornment—let
them reverence it. When they passed the
House of Ged let them take off their hats and
say a short prayer, such as " Jesus have
mercy on me.” This would be an act of
prayer. faith and adoration, and as such wnuld
be accepted by Christ,

I'hey shouid remember the 76
by God to the faithful and the perseve
rejolee. Then it would be easy Lo rejoice al'ways
—for they would have their home in heaven
in  view. Let them reverence God's
house and obey their pastor. Let their pastor
work in harmony with his Bishop and they
would have a church and a people owned and
blessed of God.

THE TRANSVAAL WAR.

There bas been but little news from the seal
of war during the past woek, as it is believed
that the military authorities have forbidden
the use of the South African cables as far as the
newspapers are concerned.

General Buller is reported to have moved
back his army five miles in order to prevent
the Boers from executing a (lank movement to
destroy the railroad on the British rear, and
the despatches nesert that during the engage-
ment in which Buller received his serfous
cheek, the Boers suffered considerable loss,
though not to such an extent as that inflicted
upon the British,

At Ladysmith tbhe situation is but little
changed, fighting being constantly reported to
be woing on there. i is said that the war
office hus no fear that the town will be taken,
as the supply of food 18 sutlicient to last three
months.

It is feared, and even believed that General
Methuen's communications have been cut oil’;
but as long as the force under his command
muy remainon the defensive. there islittle fear
of ~any further disaster in that quarter,
TThe Boers intercepting his march onward Lo
[Kimberly are in a position which is considered
impregnable, and the same 18 said of the Boer
position near Ladysmith, and the Boer de-
fences at both pinces are being constantly exs
tend: d and strengthened,

The Canadiun contingent still remeains at
Belmont, the rumors that they have had a
brush with the enemy ¢ re apparently unfound-
ed. The second contingent, which will consist
of cavalry and will soon be ready, i8 being
rapidly prepared, and no doubt is entertained
that the Government will push forward the
necessary preparations so that the contingent
may start for the seat of war av the earliest
possible moment,

Field Marshal, Lord Roberts is already on
his way to take supreme command of the
British forces, and Lord Kitchener is also en
route. having left Khartoum as soon #s he re
ceived his orders to take the second place im-
mediately under General Roberts. He has
already arrived at Malta.

There is a rumor coming through I’aris to
the effect that a British Army eorps haslanded
at Lorenzo Marquez, which is Portuguese ter-
ritory, with the intention of marching agnainst
Pretorio, the capital of the Transvasl. This
rumor is not conflirmed
