An Act to incorporate the Clifton Suspension Bridge Company.

W HEREAS the persons hereinafter mentioned have, by their Petition Preamble.
to the Legislature, prayed to be incorporated for the purposes and

subject to the provisions hereinafter made; Therefore, Her Majesty, &c.,
enacts as follows:
