New Democratic Party candidate for Trinity riding in the next federal 
election. Prepas who is treasurer of the Ontario NDP Waffle won the 
nomination last Thursday by a substantial majority over Toronto school 
teacher Ted Culp. She will run on a platform of socialist reform in Canada. A 
supporter of the so-called women’s issues of abortion repeal and daycare 
Prepas is also actively involved in a United Auto Workers sponsored study of 
the effects of auto-pact changes on the Canadian auto industry. Prepas is 
described by supporters as having “a special kind of vitality and sincerity as 
compared with the politician who says everything and means nothing.”

He said more information on the subject of women in 
post-secondary institutions was needed. Student senator David Maguire said 
he found the proposal of the task force “too female oriented. ” He wanted the 
status of men to be considered as well.
