that he can make arrangements for the Company's District 
Constable, Mr. Charles Attonance to take charge of the 
party.

and Mr-. MaoKenzie states he -vill be extremely useful if 
giv^n full control. He suggests, however, that this man should 
be sent in addition to the crew of twelve, and no" as one of 
them, as otherwise he will not have the sane authority over 
the crev. The extra charge for this man's services anl pro­
visions will be 0150 and I shall bo obliged if you will advise 
me at an early date whether he shall be engaged for this purpose.

I enclose a schedule giving quotations in conne^tionwith 
a Treaty Mo. 9 trip this season. As explained to the jspartmoitt 
Superintendent on the writer's visit to Ottawa a few weeks ago. 
it is impossible to give you a definite quotation for the trip 
on account of the varying circumstances which may arise to

increase the cost, such as delays, etc.
In addition to the charges mentioned in the enclosed 

schedule there*will be the cost of a man to supervise the Indians 
from Moose Factory to Cochrane. As it is impossible to get into 

* touch with Mr. F. J. lilson, the cost of this item will have to be 
left to him,*but* it will, of course, he kept as low as possible.
