District. In the Yukon there re no Registered 
Tran lines, the Indian wander all over the ulaoe 
and trari where they wish, they do not know the 
Boundary of Yukon and British Columbia t the rointg 
r°'pered to. The p-rt of B.C. tdjnoent to T'alton 
Post nd the lsek River io uninhabited by eny f.O. 
Indians (unless recently this section hag been 
designated to some B.G. Indians) nnl there is no 
harm of the Yukon Indi ns going In there to trap. 
..otuBlly there - me, re n few white men t r lton 
Post and in the Alsek district who are doing - little 
trapring on the B.G. side nd also a few l^-skan's 
coming In from the Coast aide. The names of the 
partioular Indians who have trapped there during the 
last season may be obta ined from Carl Ch r.bern, 
Champagne landing, Y.T. “nd Eugene Jeequo, biltehorse 
Y.T.

Billy Johnson is a B.G. Indin, however he 
resides at Carcross,Y.T, and most of the time he 
traps in the Yukon, the B.G. part of his trap line 
is very seldom used, no hardship would he caused if 
this m->ne B.G. trap line was cancelled, he should 
be transfered to the Y.T. aS in every way he Is an 
Indian married to a Yukon Indian, raising his 
family on the Yukon side and as near ag I know, never 
Intends to live on the B.G. side.

To my knowledge there are no B.G. Indi ns 
who wish to trap the Dalton or ..leek district, the 
nearest B.G. Indi ns live “t Atlin.B.C. several 
hundred miles a.way, they would have to pass through 
the territories of Yukon Indians and that would 
never do.
