South America Still Buying.
The Argentine atookralsere are still buying 

up British herds and flocks. The Prince of 
Wales’ Shorthorn bull. Celt, as already record­
ed in the Advocate, went at 1,000 guineas ; the 
Queen’s yearlingbull.Marmion, for800 guineas: 
Mr. Harrison’s Champion Cup and a lot of 
others at about 100 guineas each. At the 
Sandringham sale about eight were sold for 
South America at not far from £100 each, Mr. 
McClellan giving 480 guineas for three of 
them ; M. Basio, 105 for another, and so on. 
The South American demand for Lincoln sheep 
is equally rapacious, a single buyer taking 40 
from one flock and 40 from another. Mr. 
Budding has been selling about 100 rams annu­
ally to Argentina. Aberdeen - Angus and 
Hereford cattle are also going in that direc-
