DEATH OF MRS. JAMES SADLIER.

By the death of }

Although ecighty three years of age, Mra
Sadlior up 10 & short time agRO waad able to con
Hinue her Ltarary lahora nnd acdiffarens times
hor personat reminiscencoes furnisned material
for intecesting articles. Hor long illness was
born with remarkable Christian fortitude,
Sho rotainod possession of all bher faculties up
to her last moments. and took part in the diff'ar
ent roligious services At hor desthbed wore
Rev. Father Turgeon Roctor of St Mary's
college, Sir William Hingston and tho membars
of hor family,

Mra. Sadlier was the daughter of
Madden, of Cootenhill, County Cavan, Ire
land, where she was born Becember 31 1820
She boegan hor literary life ab the aze of aix
teon, and when barely eighieon began to con
tribute to Lia Bolle Assemoloe, a London maga
z'no published under the patronsge of the
Duchess of Ker sShe lefl Ireland in 1344 and
two years later marricd James Sadlier, of the
fiemm of D & J Sadlier, puolishors, of Now
York, ston and Montreal.  Her life was
largoly spent in New York, and it was thero
that sho did some of hor best work. Oue of
her first works was a collection of traditional
atorivs, published in Montreal, eniltled

romance of Irish immigration, in which ahe
was considerad unrivalled.  Among (he iatter
wre * Willy Burke,” * The Blakesand Fianag
ang,” “ Cen. O'Regan,” ** Kleanor Presion,’
and ' Aunt Honor's Keepsake.”

One of her latest proouctions was ‘' The
Poems of Thos. D'Arey McGue, with an intro
duction and biographioal #keteh,” Mrs. Sad
lier was for several years the editor of The
New York Tablet, and had for associates Dr.
Oreses Brownson Dre, Ives, formerly Anglican
Rishop of Charleston, and Tnomuas D'Arcy Me
Gee. The main object of her writings was to
beneflt immigrants in America and principally
those of Irish nationality .

Bosides her vast literary work she was also
largely connected with many Catholic charir.
