Seasonable Information for Tillers of
the Soil.

A Tent tor Sheép-Worrylog Dogs.

The following is from the report of the dis-
triot veterinary surgeons in Wurtemburg :—
In February of 1874, a dog attacked a flock
of rheep and killed eleven. The shepherd re-
ported the circumstances to Veterinary Sur-
geou Osterstag, who soon after discoverd a
dog which, from his general appearance and
muddy cordition, ho suspécted to be the
oulprit. He accordingly resolved to test his
suspicions by giving it an emetic, the effect
of which was to bring up some flesh and an
ear, corresponding to that of one of the sheep
which had been partially devoured. Another
dog was aleo suspected, and to this was
applied the same treatment, but the creature
only vomited food of an entire different char-
acter. In the law court the owner of the
first dog had to pay for the whole of the
worriec sheep.

Prof. Cameron, in his treatise on the food
of animals, gives numerous instances to show
the serious functional and structural disar-
rangements which over-feeding produces in
meat stock. In one case he states that the
heart of a one-year old Southdown wether,
fattened on the high pressure system, was
found to be little more than a ruass of fat.
A four-year old Devon heifer, which had won
a prize at the Smithfield show and was
slanghtered as *‘prize beef,” had its heart
nearly all converted into fat, one of 1ts mus-
cles was broken up and many of its filres of
others were rupt Its meat was pr
wholly unfit for human food. This animal
has been fed twenty-one pounds of oil-cake,
besides other food, per day.

In France the faring is largsly used for
culinary purposes. The famous gravicssauces
and soups-of Frauce are largely indebted for
their excellence to that gource, and the bread
and pastry equally so, while a great deal of
the so-called cognae, 1mported into England
from France, is distilled from the poiato.
Throughout Germany the same uses sre
common. In Poland the manufacture of
spirits from the notato is a most extensive
trade. **Stettin brandy,” well known in
commerce, is largely imported into England,
and is sent from thence to mauny of our
foreign possessious, a8 the produce of the
grape, and is produced on mayy u table n
England ae the same ; while the fair ladies
of our country perfume themselves with the
spirit of potato under the designation of eaw
de Cologne. But there are other uses which
this esenlent is turned to abroad. After
extracting the farina, the pulp is mavufae-
sared into ornamental articles, such as picture
frames, snuff boxes and several descriptions
of toys, and the water that runs from it in
the process of manufacture is a most valuable
aoeurer.

For perfectly cleansing woolens, and such
like articles, it is the housewife's, panacea ;
and if the washerwoman havpens to
havo chilblains she becomes cured Dy the
operation.

Few persons are aware of the great demand
for potato flour, and of the almost unlimited
extent of the market that can be found for
this produet, which is simply the dry evapor-
ated pulp of $he ordinary potato—the whiter
and more free from black specks the betler
1t it used for sizing and other manufacturing
purp and by precipitation and with the
aid of acid is turned into starch. In Eump;

in its primitive state, as potato’ flour, and in
Lancashire alone 20,000 tons are sold annu-
ally, and as many more would be taken if

When caleined it is used
rll‘kely for silk dressivg and other purposes.
At present the quotation for potato flour in
Liverpool is nearly double that of wheat flour.
Consignments to Liverpool are solicited by
the brokers there, who promise to take all
that can be fumished.

Farina at ihat
time rose to £40 a ton, and eyen the supply
fell far short of the demand. Singe then an
jinereased amount of farina has been vegularly
consnmed in Franee, and farina mills have
ecorrespondingly multiplied in that country.
The manufacture of potato floar is so simple,
and the results so methodical, that it yequires
very litile axperience to reach a satisfactory
issne. The potatoes are first steeped in
water from &ix to twelve hours to
goften the dirt and other matter

dhering, after which they are thoroughly
washed by mechanical meana with the aid of
either steam or water power. They are then
reduced to & pulp by & rasping or grinding
process in & properly ponstructed mill. A
small stream of water is csused to flow on the
upper surface of the rasp or grinder, to keep
it clean of accumulation.of pulp. From the
grinder the pulp fallsinto & washing machine,
through which the farina is forced by revoly-
ing brushes, the coarser pulp being thrown
out at lateral openings. The granules of

About twenty years ago the Irish national
school-buildings were in keeping with the
miserable hovels of the peasantry— badly
lighted, badly ventilated, and in every ess
tial uuenited for school purposes, Mr, Foster
rode on  horseback. throughout Ireland, in-
specting the schools in every village and
donating sums varying from five to twenty
ponnds to put the buildings in suitable state.
Clay floors were the rule when he commenced
his tour, and one can well imagine the dis-
comforts to which the barefooted children
were subjecied through this state of affairs.
Tuere is not now jn all Ireland a national
school without a wood door, ond for this, as
well 88 many other improvemends, the people
are indebted to Mr, Foster.  Having secured
comparatively comfortable school-houses, he
next turned his attention to effecting improve-
men in educational methods. Securing the
co-operation of the *‘Bociety for the Promo-
tion of Christinn Knowledge” in providing
woodgnts for the adornment of the walls, he
himself duged a series of llent draw-
.ng-books at & nominal eost, hoping to twn
to advantage the remarkable artisiic tastes of
the Irish echool-children. He Las for the
last twenty years spent about $5.000 anually
in prizes for proficency in drawing, writing,
and techinical skill and knowledge.

He idegtified himself for the first time with
Irish politics a fow months ago, on the ocea-
gion of Mr. Parnell's visit to Belfast, when he
ogeupied a seat on the platforr; by his friends
Mr. Biggar gnd the Rov. Mr. Nelsen. Itis
probable, however, 11gt Mr. Foster identifies
himself rather with the Lumanitarian part of
Mr. Parnell's programme than with the polit-
ical, as heisof a temperament entirely
unsuited for politics. He is 8 Unitarian in
religion, but is utterly devoid of sectarian
prejudice of any kind. Being a bachelor, and
possessed of a good, though not large income,
he is enabled to give Lis whole time and
more of his forfune to il suffering humanity
and to oromote intelligence.—Chicago Fri-
bune.
