PROFESSIONAL CARDSSHAMOKIN, Pa., Nov. 29.—Four men 
were killed, three fatally and five seri­
ously injured by an explosion of gas in.

Miners working near the scene of the 
accident made a rush for the" floor of 
the shaft, and several were overcome 
by the afterdamp following the explo­
sion.

Anxious 
wives and mothers gathered about Hhe 
mouth of the shaft as. the ^ead and in­
jured were brought to the Surface, and 
their grief was pitiful.
