OTTAWA, Feb. 9.—The report 
on the Transcontinental Railway by 
the Board of Enquiry will be pre­
sented to Parliament this week, prob­
ably Wednesday. The primary reason 
for holding the investigation was to 
explain the whole extraordinary dis­
crepancy between the estimate of 
what the line would cost and what it 
actually has cost, 
pretty thoroughly covered by the 
commission. Every mile of the rail­
way has been traversed, a careful ex 
amination of rock cuttings, excava­
tions and the construction generally 
has been made, while every contract, 
sub-contract and agreement has been 
looked into.

While no 
summary is available, or wiill be until 
parliament is seized of the report, 
there is every reason to believe that 
it will establish a system of wanton 
and unparalleled extravagance. Judg­
ed by the standard of the recently 
constructed Toronto-Sudbury line, of 
the Canadian Pacific,which is modern 
in every respect, the report is expect­
ed to disclose that the Transcontin­
ental has cost upwards of $45,000,000
