Municipalities Held in Sas-

Saskatoon, Sept. 20.—The fifth an-
nual convention of the Union of Sas-
katchewan Municipalities opened here
this morning. Sixty delegates are in
attendance and a list of very impor;
tant matters will be discussed. This
morning the registration of the dele-
gates required the greater part of the
time_and in the afternoon the conven-
tion was opened. Acting Mayor Smith
welcomed the delegates to the city.
He expressed his feeling of pleasure
in having the opportunity of welcom-
ing such a representative organiza-
tion to the university city. He also ex-
pressed regret at the absence of Mayor
Hopkins, president of the union, who
met with an accident while in Tor-
onto, and was confined to his room.
He extended the freedom of the city
to the visitors, and invited them to
attend a banquet being given tonight
by the city council.  He also stated
that tomorrow the delegates would
be given an auto drive about the city.

President’s Address

" The presidential address was the
first topic on the programme. Owing
to the absence of the president, sec-
retary-treasurer, J. Kelso Hunter,
was called upon to read it. In part
the president said he regretted the
inability to be present. He said the
meeting had proved a great benefit to
the province and the Dominion as the
municipalities in the West were en-
tirely new.

A convention of this nature could
not be other than a great help in the
organization of new municipalities.

1t
dealt chiefly ‘with the resolutions
taken up by the executive with. the
minister of municipal affairs and the
attorney general during the last ses-
sion of legislature and stated that the
members of the government had given
the assurauce that legislation would
pbe introduced giving effect to points
agreedgon. He was pleased to be able
to show an increased membership, but
the result, having regard to the cost
and trouble taken to interest different
municipalities in his union, was far
from satisfactory. He hoped the pldces
of meeting from year to year would
extend the membership. He regretted
he was unable to attend the conven-
tion at Toronto on account of busi-
ness arrangements.

Saskatoon, Sept. 22.—Today’s ses-
sion of the -Union of Municipalities
convention consisted of hearing ad-
dresses from Dr. Seymour and the
deputy minister of municipal affairs,
Mr. Bayne. Numerous resolutions
were taken up and passed, and a
strong talk on hospital support by H.
C. Lisle, M.P., Lloydminster, was also
one of the important featuress of the
meeting.

In the morning the delegates were
driven about the city. They visited the
university grounds and were amazed
to see that the work on the build-
ings of the university are being rush-
ed to completion, and this institution
they considered wag/ one of the es-
sentials which- will greatly assist in
making Saskatoon one of the great
cities of Western Canada.

In the afternoon the local - improve-
ment resolution was dealt with. Some
of the delegates gtated that they did
not consider sewers of local improve-
ments. They held that sewers ghould
be paid for by the city as a body and
that they should not be charged
against the property owners benefited
by the sewer.

To Pay For Patients
The resolution respecting the hospi-
tal contributions was dealt with by
Dr. Lisle. The resolution brought for-
ward was:
“Resolved that the boards of hos-
pitals which receive aid from the gen-
eral revenue of the provinée, be en-
titled to demand from the rural muni-
cipalities and_local improvement dis-
tricts the sum of fifty cents a day for.
each day’s actual freatment and stay
in such ihospltal, being the same as
may be demanded from villagers under
Sec. 152 of the Village Aect.”

Supported By Charity
Mr Lisle claimed that in many
places the hospitals were being sup-
ported by charitable institutions. Con-
certs; bazaars and tag days were be-
ing held to help out the institutions,
and in many cases private contribu-
tions. The people should be compelled
to support the hospitals, he said. He
suggested that hospital districts
should be formed and that the gov-
ernment be asked to assist in placing
the hospitals of the country on a
stronger foundation and better basis.
The resolution was referred back
to the committee and another one was
brought in according to the sugges-
tion made by Mr. Lisle.

Deputy Minister Bayne
Mr. Bayne, deputy minister of muni-
cipal affairs, who attended the meet-
ing of munieipalities in Toronto a few
weeks ago, gave a very interesting and
highly instructive address. The mem-
bers were so pleased with the address
that they asked that the written copy
of the speech made, be laid on the
table. This Mr. Bayne agreed to do,
stating that he would have it re-writ-
ten and sent to the secretary as soon
as he returned home to Regina. He
said that although the organization
could not boast of a great age as yet,
nevertheless it could boast of great
usefulness.

Although we
could not prevent an ontbreak of
typhoid, we could prevent this
becoming an epidemic by
proper precautions with milk and
water and hygenic conditions gener-
ally. The speaker read at some
length extracts from the laws relat-
ing to public health, calling attention
to what he considered the more im-
portant paragraphs.

The government had been good
enough to appoint an expert who stat-
ed that Saskatchewan was far ahead
of other states and provinces in re-
spect to public health. He had only
to go into the United States, he said,
to realize that we have an exception-
ally healthy country.

CANADA’S -
FUTURE

The Theme of an KEloquent
Address by Celebrated En-
glish Catholic Divine—Im-
perial Federation the Goal

WINNIPEG, Sept. 21. — Father
Vaughan, speaking before a large and
distinguished audience last night in
this city, said that the colonies were
the children of the parent state. Of
all her teeming brood England was
justly proud, but of Canada she was
specially so.

As he, the speaker, stood in ‘her
stately presence, with his feet upon a
continent a little smaller than Eur-
ope and a little larger than a third
of their world empire, and as he gazed
into her eyes, prophetic of the future,
he could not help feeling that she was
England’s daughter of Destiny. - Her
life, inspired by the idealism of France
and the imperialism of Great Britain,

had before it a future which baffied

and balked all calculations of arith-
metic. .

He had passed through her own
cornfields, - her mining districts, he
had seen her forests and her fisher-
fes, and had almost seen her towns
and cities actually rising up like en-
chanted castles in this fairyland of the
west. The vision to one from the
motherland was truly inspiring Im-
perial federation under aegis of the
British flag seemed to be the one ab-
sorbing ambition of Great Britain’s
overseas possessions.

As an English Catholic who ioved
his country, he felt that his charch
was charged with a tremendous mis-
sion to the Dominion.. The Catholio
chureh it was true stood above race,
her ministry was to all the children
of humanity, but if she was to fulfill
her duty to the English speaking sec-
tion of the ever expanding community
of Western Canada, she must not for-
get the appointed means thereto.

One of the issues that contributed
to General Botha’s defeat is deseribed
in the word “Hertzogism,” a thing as
objectionable in fact as in sound or
appearance. Gen. Hertzog is a Boer
politician, now a member of Gen.
Botha’s cabinet, formerly Premier of
the Ornnge River Colony, and before
that a capable warrior on the veldt.
As Premier of Orange River Colony,
he established an Education Act that
is very unpopular with English-speak-
ing citizens, and is alleged to have
“aroused racial animosity, retarded

education and robbed the Free State
of valued public servants” . Since
Gen. Botha has made Gen. Hertzog a
member of his cabinet, the Premier

Minister’s acts to such an extent that
a writer in the Empire Review says
that “Gen. Botha’s conciliatory speech-
es have been cancelled by his deeds in
the constitution of his Cabinet.”

In South Africa, as in Canada, edu-
cation is a matter of state or provin-
cial control. There,  as here, they
have the problem of two languages to
solve, though they have not our at-
tendant problem of two utterly con-
flicting ideas on the subject of re-
ligious instruction in schools. Most
school sections in the Orange River
Colony have both English and Dutch-
speaking children. The constitution
granted the colony by a weak English
Government left each colony free to
make what arrangements it chose as
to language and education. The Dutch
being in the majority in the Orange
River naturally saw to it that their
own language was not thrust aside.
But “they did not desire to arouse
English opposition by appearing to
skight the English language. So Gen.
Hertzog drew up his HEducation Act,
which, on the surface, appears to be
fair to both races; though in its work-
ing it has proved almost destructive
to the teaching of English.

The Hertzog Act provides that all
‘subjects’ shall be taught in both Dutch
and English. To carry this plan
through, either the number of teach-
ers had to be doubled, or each teach-
er would be required to speak both
English and Dutch. -The latter alter-
native has been chosen, and through-
out the Orange River Coleny only bi-
lingual téachers are employed. More-
over,- almost all the teadhers are
or a few months’ experience
has shown that few_English—speaklng
teachers know enough Dutch to teach
it.

Daring  burglars are operating
throughout the province. On Saturday
night Stoughton was visited by these
men. Sometime between eight and
nine o'clock the McCullough store was
proken into and a sum of over $730

stolen. The store is a general one
and the burglars after obtaining an
entrance and finding the combination
of the safe beyond them, blew it open
with nitro-glycerine, after which they
disappeared, leaving no trace behind
them. - ;

No thought of a desperate burglary
in their midst occurred to the citizens
until well on towards two o’clocq,
when the discovery was made by the
proprietor of the store. The method
adopted shows clearly that the burg
lars are no ordinary sneak thieves
but are men well versed in the art
of safe-blowing.

Vienna, Sept. 23.—Perhaps the only
country where you can occasionally
see a king leaning out of a window of
the royal palace and passing the time
of day with his subjects, is Monten-
egro, whose popular ruler has cele-

reign by assuming kingly rank and
title.

Normally the population of Cetinje,
the capital is 3,500, but for the festi-
vities 20,000 Montenegrins from -all
over the coutnry assembled, decked
out in the best multi-colored clothes,
each man carrying a small armory of
knives and pistols, most of them a
foot. and a half long.
