Kmsdale, Fel 21 —News 1s continually
arriving in town about the shooting trag-
edy east of here, and as picce by plece
the tale js made complete, peope are in-
duced to clussify the shooting of J. P.
Shaw as being among the most cold blood-
ed and dastardly murders ever committed.
That the crime was premeditated Is seen
from the fact that on the evening previous
to the tragedy, when a dispute arose be-
tween deceased and James KFry, the lattes
signiticantly remarked that he would settle
it without resorting to law. On the fol-
lowing morning, Feb, 20, he proceded to
the woods where Mr, Shaw was at work,
and found him alone cutting rvads to the
pulp wood piles, No one was preseat to
sce the first shot fired, but apparently de-
ceased was facing his murderyr ana re-
celved the first shot from. a 32-calibre
revolver In the breast. He turned to es-
cape, when he was again shot In the slde.
Still keeping his feet, he made a dash to
get behind a tree, and catching hold of
it was carried on by the force of the ef-
fort he had put forth and In swinging
completely around it, was shot by his ruth-
less assassin In the face, causing Instant
death.

Kour of "My, Shaw's men, hearing shoot-
Ing, arrived on the scene in time to see
him fall. The murderer, having completed
his work, coolly walked away and no one
knowing the desperate character of the
man, cared to Interfere with mm. He re-
marked to some whom he met vaat he had
settled with Shaw and the pulp wood.
Throwling the empty shells out of his revol-
ver as he went along, he reloaded It and
betook himself to his house, where he has
so far defied tall attempts at arnest.

Serlous trouble ig anticipated” at his cap-
ture, as he Is well known to be a desper-
ate character, having served In the Texas
Rangers and gone through the American
Civil War, and he 18 a crack shot, and
places no value on a human Ihe. He has
spent about 17 years hunting ana trapping
in the woods east of here, and Kirows about
every acre of the forest wilderness be-
twen here and Ottawa River. »should he
once_escape Into the woods and his trall
become covered by snow he could easily
elude pursuit, Occaslonally, he used to
come Into Emsdale armed with revolvers
and knives, and the restless glitter of his
eye betokens him to be a man of more
than usual energy.

James KFry answers to the followlpg de-
scription. About 04 years of age, slx feet
in height, slightly stooped, iron-grey whis-
kers, dark eyes, onc slightly c.ussed, no
front teeth and usually wears a Cardigan
Jacket.

The victim of the murder was left lying
where he had fallen untll the arrival of
the Coroner. Dr. Barber, of thls place,
when his body was brought to \own. De-
ceased Is well-known in this vicinity, and
he and his wife were much respected. He
came to Kmsdale about scyven years ago,
and for some time was a successful mer-
chant, Getting Into business difficulties,
he disposed of his store and nas since
been dealing In timber produce. Form-
erly he had heen a school tencher and was
nardly in the prime of life, being about
36 years old, and carried life Insurance to
the amount of $3000, one thousand in the
1.O.F. and two thousand in the K.O.T M.
He leaves a wife and three small chilaren
to mourn his loss,

The sad news was last night sent to his
brother, H. P. Shaw, manager of the Trans-
Atlantic Transportation Commpany, Vancou-
ver, B.C., and Duncan Shaw, of Sunnl-
