The Dead Prince.
An extract from a private letter 

received from a correspondent at the 
Cape says “ As far as can be 
gathered, the Prince Imperial was 
himself in command of Hie men who 
accompanied him. Lord Chelmsford 
was not himself aware that the 
Prince had been permitted to go on 
such duty. He had always been 
very careftil of him, feeling that a 
great responsibility rested with him 
as regards the Prince. The shook to 
him must he dreadful. As yet no 
one can realize the dreadful disaster. 
The Prince was very brave, even to a fault ; and we had shuddered to 
hear of his having onoe or twice be­
fore exposed himself to imminent 
danger. No doubt he longed for 
military distlnctibn, dear to a voting 
soldier's heart.”

Truth says “ A deal of nonsense 
has been talked shout Lieutenant 
Carev having, when the Zulus ap­
peared in the field of maize, un» 
gallantly left bis Imperial comrade" 
in the lurch, and beaten himself a 
hasty retreat. Tho role in a racon- 
noitring party is ‘ each for himself.’ 
They are sent out not to attack, but 
to ascertain for the general com­
manding them what the enemy is 
doing. Disorealiiin -is counted to 
them far more than valour. The 
matant the foe conies in sight it is 
their business to make off. In the 
Prussian army this is much insisted 
upon. I recollect, the year of the 
invasion of France, a German officer 
was disgraced for having, near La 
Fieche, engaged in a fight with some 
mobiles who surprised him a,d the 
reconnoitring squad that he headed.”

The remains of the Prince wilt be 
deposited near to those of the Emper­
or in St. Mary’s ehepel, Chisel- 
hurst, till the sarcophagus of A her. 
deen granite is completed. When 
this Is done, the Prince's coffin will 
be laid therein, and the sarcophagus 
will then be placed next that of hie 
father.

Among the wounded who have ar­
rived home is Sergeant Carson, of 
the mounted infantry, who had a 
narrow escape from the enemy, hav, 
ing been wounded in six plaoes.

’ever, to his charger, and succeeded 
iu freeing himself, hut as lie rode 
awav they fired upon him. and he re­
ceived five allots. Gee hit him in 
the muscle of the arm, two in the 
thigh, one in the shoulder blade, 
whije another hit him in the hand 
and carried away two of his Angers.

The Tnnerel of the Maoe Impérial.
Loedon, July 12.—The funeral of 

the Jets Prince Imperial of France 
took place at Chlaelhoret to-day, and 
was largely attended. The weather 
was floe, but cool, and great crowds 
dressed In moarning, Including a 
large proportion of French, lined the 
rente of procession, which was about 
three-quarters of a roils long. An 
immense wreath, sent by Queen 
Victoria, was carried on the eoffln, 
which was invisible because of the 
mass of flowers. Prince Jerome 
Napoleon and his two sons acted as 
chief mourners. The Prince of 
Wales, Duke of Edinburgh. Duke of 
Connaught and Crown Prince of 
Sweden, wearing uniforms, acted as 
pall bearers. In addition to those 
previously announced, the following 
were present : Princess Beatrice, 
Princess of Wales, Prince Christian, 
Prince Edward of Saxes Weimer, 
Marshal Canrobert; the Russian. 
German and Danish Ambassadors ; 
Col. Stanley. Secretary of War; Sir 
M. H. Beach ; deputations of French 
Military Students, and workmen 
from several of the great centres of 
industry. It is estimated that the 
various sympathizers brought bou­
quets end wreathe sufficient to fill 
two vaults.

No members of the French Em­
bassy in London were present.

When the coffin was opened yes­
terday the features of the Prince 
were found much disfigured, l.ut re­
cognizable by the tgelb.

Ulilim, the Princes’ valet, fainted 
twice at sight of the remains.

The Empress Eugenie did not visit 
the coffin till 3 o'clock in the morn­
ing. She remained over it in the 
agony of grief until she fell asleep, 
sn'< was removed to her chamber.

Grbenvillr, Miss., July 11,1879. 

— Henry Ivey, a nepro, convicted of 
the murder of Sarah Channel], his re­
puted wife, was executed here to­
day at half-past twelve o’clock, in 
the presence of 3,000 people, prin­
cipally negroes. Ivey was conducted 
to the scaffold by Sheriff Hunt and 
a posse of white men, and Parish, 
Willis, of the Colored Bapt isf Church, 
attended him in hia last moments 
and administered the’ usual spiritual 
comfort. The religions exercises 
were novel and peculiar. The par­
son first read the farewell address of 
the prisoner, which was interpolated 
throughout by cries of “ Yes,” 
“Brother” and “Amen” from the 
colored spectators. Even the par­
son read a hymn and asked the con­
gregation as ho called it to “ sing,” 
which was accordingly done with re­
ligious fervor by the colored people 
present. After the hyion the parson 
knelt, in iwnypr. ««d tho prisoner, on
his knees beside him, responded 
audibly.

THE PENALTY PAID.
At the conclusion of the prayer 

the prisoner said. “ Mv hour has 
come ; goodhy.” The black cap was 
adjusted, the rope cut and Henry 
Ivey launched into eternity. His 
death was almost instantaneous. 
Although the exercises.lasted nearly 
twenty minutes the condemned man 
betrayed no agitation or nervousness. 
Ho stood apparently calm and un­
concerned, and when he said 
“Goodbv,” he smiled. He was a 
man of about twenty-seven years of 
age, and nothing in the expression 
of his face ' indicated a v 
character.

prisoner’s account oi
CRIME.

The particulars of the crime as 
detailed to a Herald reporter by the 
prisoner himself are as follows:—

Sarah Chennellt was living with 
him as hie wife and bore him a child, 
One Sunday evening in July, 1875 
Ivey on entering his house, dis­
covered that Sarah had left him. He 
found her at a neighbor’s house and 
entreated her to go home, which she 
positively refused to do. He left 
and returned in a half hour with a 
pistol. She was sitting in the room 
with her babe on her knee. He said 
to her : —“ Sarah, are you coming 
home to get my supper for me.” She 
replied “ No, I am not.” No sooner 
had the words escaped her lips than 
ho fired at her, and she fell dead, 
with her child in her arms. Ivey 
fled but was captured next day and 
confined in the County Jail here. 
Nine months afterwards he made his 
escape into Arkansas, where he was 
recaptured. Three years afterward, 
two days before the execution, he 
broke jiis chains and made a des­
perate effort to escape, but. was 
promptly captured. After that he 
gave up hope, sent for a minister, 
went through! the ceremony of 
baptism and died as above.
