That I am willing to prevent Austras
lia‘s greatest poet from writing anything
but the unveneered truth, may be laid
to the fact that one of the few things
that I bave inherited from my illustri=
ous ancestors is 4 forgiving temperas
ment. For that same Douglas Sladen
while visiting Grand Pre. treated my
cousin Jim and me as if we neaer had
any illustrious ancestors.

The man whose
morey we particularly revere is one
Walter W——, alias Woodward. For
many yéars our family proudly imagine
ed that Walter came over in the ‘‘May-
flower”. We were mistaken however.
He was not a passenger on that famous
vessel, but came to America ten years
after the ‘‘Mayflower landed. And
when we found that out, we wouldn't
speak to the people that lived across the
road and were lineal descendants of the
King's of Albert Co. for a whole week,
we were 35 proud of our ancestors, For
the way of it was, Walter W—— in.
tended coming over in the ‘Mayflower}®
but seeing how much the passengers
would be inconvenienced by the large
amount of bric-a~brac that was brought
over in that ship, decided, with true
pattician fastidiousness, that he would
delay his visit to America.

Moncton's Fire.
The higgest fire which Moncton
has’ had since 1879 occurred on
Saturday night when St. Joha's

Alma and Victoria Streets was com-
pletely gutted, Several persons saw
the house lighted up and smoke pour~
ing forth from the roof but supposed
it was the sexton warmirg the house
for Sunduy, Finally a passerby at
about eleven o'clock concluded that
the building was on fire and sent in
an alarm.  The whole fire depart-
ment was shortly on hand but it was
found impossible to check the flames
so great progress bhad been made.
Nothing was raved from the church.
The cost of the building was about
£30,000 and the insurance on building
and contents amounts to $17,000.
The firemen succeeded ir. saving the
lofty tower and the foundation is uns
injured so that the actual loss will
only be about $6000 or - $7000. It
is not known what steps will be taken
by the congregation toward rebuild-
ing.

The burned church building was
one of the handsomest architectural
structures in the provinces. It was
of brick with stoné basement, and of
the Gothic style of architecture, It
stood at the corner of Alma and
Victoria streets, the main entrance
being on Alma street and the - bases
ment entrance oo Victoria street.,
The main audience room was 68 feet
wide and 55 feet deep, the seats being
amphitheatre style and numbering
9240, There were seven aisles ,and
six tiers of pews, the seating capacity
f the main floor and galle! being
80. The gallery was circular, ex=
nding from both sides of the pulpit.
e ceiling of themainaudience room
ymyrised of Gothic arches of
pine sheathing, and when the fire got
into this portion of the ‘woodwork it
of course spread with lightning
rapidity. There were in the building
28 stained glass windows, the material
for which alone cost $850. = The con-
tact for the erection of the building
was. $18,640, but subsequently ai-
lowed extras, brought the total cost,
including the tower and spire, up to
about $27,000,
