THE“ BOTS.”

Of all the ailments that ho:sc flesh 
is supposed to be subject to, says a j 
correspondent in the Western Agri­
culturist, there is none more com- '

moily suspected and irealed for by 
horsemen and farmers than “ bote.” 
Most persons understand them to be 
grabs which inhabit the s’omacb ol 
the horse, and there set up disturb­
ances which give rise to the most 
varied and unaccountable chain of 
symptom».

The hot is the half formed young 
or larva of a fly, the maggot it 
might well be called. The adult in­
sect is a true fly, having but two 
fully formed eiu”s. It is about 
one-half inch in length, rusty grey 
and somewhat wooley, with the 
wings spotted or mottled. It has 
no mouth and therefore can do no 
damage in this stage, neither can it 
live long. The female fly has the 
body prolonged into a tube for de­
positing the eggs. These “ nits” 
are glued on I he hair of the horse 
during the latter part of the summer, 
and are placed in pi ices that the 
horse is accustomed to lick, such as 
behind the knees, under the flank, 
and in front of the shoulder. When 
the young maggot is ready to batch 
out, the moisture and warmth of the 
horse’s tongue opens the 1 d of the 
egg, and the worm is carried in the 
month and swallowed.

There are two hooks, one on 
either side of the insect’s mouth, 
and with these it attaches itself to 
the l'nfng of the stomach. The 
head is blunt and cylindrical, aid 
has two short nodular feelers on the 
edge. In the center of the terminal 
disk are the gullet and moulhrwhich 
consist of a tough, horny tube end 
ing in two triangular lips. On 
either side of ihe gullet is a book 
which points outward, and two .can 
be spread ■ like the barbs of an 
“ anchor” hay fork. There are no 
jaws or boring apparatus by which 
they could eat through a membrane. 
They attach themselves by preference 
to the left sac of the stomach where 
the lining is thick and of a-texture 
like skin. Here after a while the 
bead becomes more or less imbedded 
in the lining—more by thickening 
of membrane around it, however, 
than the thinning at the point of 
contact. As their skins are too 
tough to allow the absorption of food 
through them, as is the case with 
the tape worms, I am forced to be 
lieve that the insect derives most o 
its nourishment from the walls of 
the stomach_ and not from its con­
tents. This would be sim lar to its 
cousin, the ox-grub or “ warbla” 
which lives in the skin of the ox.

But though 1 have examined care­
fully, I have never seen a case 
where there was a perforation 
through the mucous2>r lining mem­
brane of tha stomach—to say no­
thing of the two or three thick layers 
of muscle tissue outside of this. In 
cases where the stomach has been 
ruptured by gasses, I have found the 
rupture through the thinner portion 
or right sac of the stomach, wb'le 
the bots wore attached to the left 
sac.

During the months of May and 
June these grubs get their full 
growth and, letting loose are washed 
out of the stomach and bowels. They 
enter the ground, where they go 
through their changes, and come out 
n two or three months as perfect 

flies, with wings and legs. These 
'ay the eggs as already explained, 
and then die as they have no way of 
getting nourishment. There is, 
then, a period from June to August 

which no bots remain in the 
stomachs of our horses. This is a 
time of the year, too, in which there 
are ss many cases of “ bots,” so- 
called or colic, as any time of the 
year. Evidently then there is no 
disease left for the horseman to fall 
back on during this season, but 
“ stoppage of the water,” or some 
kindred trouble. There is probably 
not a.single country horse, and, few 
if any, city horses that do not carry 
bols in their stomachs during the 
winter and spring months.

Lastly, is there any medicine that 
will dislodge them? In the spring, 
when they let go of themselves, a 
brisk physicing will bring away 
large numbers of them. In speci­
mens before me there were several 
grubs that retained life and motion 
after being in 50 per cent., alcohol 
for four days. I leave the reader to 
experiment and find a drug that will 
kill this parasite and leave us the 
horse.

out of it, and this goes a great way 
in securing good flavor.

Laying hens rrjoice in a variety 
of food. They will eat a1 most any­
thing that is left over from the table, 
and it cannot even in the country, 
be put to a better use. It is far 
more profitable to feed this to hens 
than to one or more worthless dogs, 
as so many poor farmers often do.

The custom of beginning to mess 
cows a week before calving tends to 
an increased amount of blood in the 
system, which at that time is not de­
sirable, as it flavors inflammatory 
attacks. It is safe to diminish this 
tendency for a few days before and 
after parturition by rather Tguter 
feeding.

In transplanting trees all the roots 
which may have become bruised or 
broken in the process of lifting should 
be cut clean away behind the broken 
part as they then more readily strike 
out new roots from Ihe cut parts. 
In ad such the cut should be a clean, 
sloping-one, and made in an up­
ward and outward direction.

Continued crossing of birds among 
farmers result in dissatisfaction nine 
times in ten. A farmer buys a pen 
of thoroughbred fowls, breeds them 
one year, thinks they do not lay 
enough eggs ; says it is time to cross 
with a good laying strain of birds, 
does so and at the end of another 
year is dissatisfied and wants an­
other cross.

WEED THE STOCK.

Weed out the slock with a rigid 
hand. There are altogether too 
many inferior animals found among 
the herds and flocks of the common 
farmer. These pull down the aver­
age income seriously, and in far toe

lany cases wipe out the profits en­
tirely. , This applies to stock of 
every kind found among the farmers. 
Note the difference between the re­
turns from the best, and compare it 
with the other extreme. Thie is all 
the a-gument needed.

It sometimes seems like a waste 
to dispose of the inferior animals at 
the email price they will sell for, but 
better far to destroy them outright 
and without return, than to keep 
them when they do not pay their 
way and are only a tax on the owner. 
With every animal on the farm s 
good one of its kind, and if cared 
for and fed In conformity with the 
best practices of the day, there ie no 
trouble about the profits. Young 
farmer, if you are in debt and de­
sire to make the farm pay, see to it 
that no inferior animal is fed at your 
expense. Weed them out.—Maine 
Farmer.

.TAFFY.

If the children are to have a -* taf­
fy pull,” here ie a recipe for old-fas­
hioned molasses candy: —

Oue pint cf the best New O’ leans 
molasses and one pint of ytl ow su­
gar. Boil briskly for a few moments, 
then slir in one and a half or two 
qunces of the best-butter cut info 
bite. Continue boiling until the 
bubbles grow large, then take up a 
few diopa of the syrup in a spoon 
and puj, it on a cull plate or, better 
still, à saucer fui of snow. It the 
syrup hardens in a moment • or two, 
you may know it has been boiled 
long enough. Stir in a pinch of 
soda (dissolved) as yen remove it 
from the fire, and when it foams up,. 
quickly pour it out to cop’. This 
becomes very light when pulled,and 
is a favorite variety. Fiavoiing 
with vanilla is an improvement. It 
requires about two teaspoohfuli of 
the strong extract for thie quantity 
of candy.—Exchange.
