London, Dec. 31—It is now pos­
sible to sum up the full extent of the 
blow which DeWet inflicted at Twee- 
fomtelu on Christmas morning. The

At Majuba, however, there was 

panic, but at Tweefonteln our sol­
diers displayed deeds ol gallantry and 
the- battle itself was little more than 
ah Incident in the long-drawn-out 
campaign. DeWet’e tactics are like­
wise compared with Wolfe’s at Que­
bec, and the conclusion is arrived at 
that a position apparently of great 
natural strength^may alBo be in it­
self a cause of disaster-

Stratford, Dec. 30.—Mr. Ueo. Ben­

BOth, of Capt. H. Elliot. Capt. Elljot 
with a patrol attacked a Boer com­
mando at Gatberg Nek, driving them 
In disorder.

" I deeply regret to report that 
Capt. Elliot, who led the attack, was
killed.”

s HEAVY i'OER LOSSES.

Killed and Wounded in 
Two Engagements.

ÀPretoria, Dec. 30.—Although the 
'severe fighting has resulted 
derable losses to the British, 

heaviest being the capture of Cq^ 
Firman's forces at Zeefonteln, reli­
able Information shows that the 
Boers lost approximately 250 killed 
and Wounded, principally in the 
fights with Gen. Dartnell and Col. 
Damant. In the Spens fight the 
Mounted Infantry charged through 
the Boers. Then the Boers charged 
through them, and, eventually, a 
greater number of the British again 
went through *he burghers and ef­
fected their escape. Here the Boers 
lost about seventy men killed.

LOCATE ON THIS SIDE.
Marconi Announces That Cape Bre­

ton Will be the Spot.
Montreal, Dec. 30.—Marconi was 

the guest of Mr. D. W. Campbell, man­
ager of thie Elder, Dempster Com­
pany, at a luncheon this afternoon 
at the St. James’ Club. Among the 
guests present were representatives 
of the leading shipping companies.

In reply to. the toast of his health, 
Marconi re/erred to the kind wel­
come and encouragement he had re­
ceived In Canada, and also referred 
to the fact that the Elder, Dempster 
Co. was the first shipping company 
to avail Itself of his system. Mr. 
Campbell referred to the great use­
fulness that the system would be to 
Canada and the St. Lawrence route. 
Marconi left after the luncheon for, 
Ottawa.

Marconi made the following an­
nouncement to-day : “I have defi­
nitely decided to locate the necessary 
plant on this side of the Atlantic for 
the transmission of wireless tele­
graphic messages across the ocean, 
in Cape Breton, and not Newfound-i 
land. The station will be built at 
either Sydney, Mira, or Louieburg, 
and the work of construction will be 
commenced inside a month’s time, 
and the plant will not take long to 
set up. Within a very short time af­
ter work is started we will be re­
ceiving and sending messages across 
the Atlantic.”

THE MOTORMAN’S TROUBLES
Curious Verdict of a Montreal Cor­

oner’s Jury.
Montreal, Dec. 30.—An old woman 

named Catherine Murphy died at the 
Notre Dame Hospital yesterday of 
pneumonia, and Motorman Aidans, of 
the street railway, has been arrest­
ed on a charge ol’ homicide. It was 
shown at the inquest that last Tues­
day night at 9 o’clock, when Aidans 
was running his car up St. Denis 
street, he saw Mrs. Murphy leave the 
sidewalk In the middle of a block and 
start to cross the street. There was 
barely room to stop, and Aidans was 
afraid that if he tried to stop she 
would be struck by the fender ; also 
he thought siie would see the car and 
keep off the track. He therefore de­
cided to go on, artd would have got 
past safely, but.the woman, who was 
not looking in front of her, actually 
ran against the side of the car. The 
shock threw lier down, and she re­
ceived some slight scratches, which 
may, perhaps, have hastened her 
death from pneumonia, which she was 
suffering from at the time.

The Jury heard the evidence, and, 
much to the coroner’s surprise, decid­
ed on a verdict of criminal homicide 
against the motorman, because he did 
not stop when the woman left the 
sidewalk.

DIED HID 
STARVING FAMILY.

Kuhne’s Wife Pawned Sheets 
to Get Medicine

FOR HER DYING HUSBAND.

Family Lived Two Days on Water 
Alone, While1 Father Sunk In 
Pneumonia’s Grip— $21,000 Due 
January 19—A Pitiful Story,

New York, Dec. 8L—In a month 
Charles Robert Kuhne would hctYS in­
herited a fortune estimated at $21,- 
000, ft ft to him by his mother, who 
died eight months ago in Wurtem­
berg, Germany. With the money al­
most in his grasp he died on Friday 
last from pneumonia, 'brought on by 
exposure and starvation.

For two dayp he and his little fam­
ily, consisting of his wife and three 
pretty children, had nothing to eat, 
and subsisted entirely upon water. 
Grief stricken, they followed his body 
to a little cemetery in Jersey yes­
terday. They were all alone in their 
sorrow for their preciou-3 dead, save 
for the dismal looking grave diggers 
and an undertaker’s assistants.

Their faces still showed the rav­
ages of starvation, although friends 
have tried during the last few days 
to allay their sufferings of the week 
previous by sending into their al­
most depleted rooms in the cellar of 
the flat house, No. 719 East 144th 
street, quantities of groceries and 
supplies from the butcher store.

Mrs. Kuhne has been the janitress 
of the 1 louse ever slope the family 
moved there, keeping the house clean 
in exchange for free rent. The fam­
ily were in -better circumstances once 
but Kuhne, through a number of poor 
investments, lost his grocery busi­
ness and was obliged to move into 
the cellar of the 144th street house 
last March.

He was unable to procure steady 
employment anywhere, and for the 
last two months the existence of the 
family has been very precarious. 
For several weeks he was able to 
earn only $2 a week.

Pawned Even the Sheets.
To help keep the wolf from the 

door, ills wife, driven to despair, 
sold much of the furnishings of 
their hmuble little home. Even the 
sheets from the bed were pawned, 
and tlie carpets from' the floor, to 
buy food for the children, who beg­
ged fur something to eat.

Ten days ago Kuhne was taken 
ill. and was no longer able to even 
look for employment. There had 
been no coal in the stove for a 
month, and he caught a chill, 
which developed into pneumonia.

Too proud to beg or to» make her 
pitiable condition known. Mrs. 
Kuhne nursed her husband through 
this critical illness unattended by a 
physician. He was given the last 
crumbs of food in the lardeix and 
the last cent earned by pawning 
the sheet on his bed was spent to 
buy a simple home remedy for him.

Inspired by the heroic fortitude of 
their mother, the children, after 
crying their eyes out the first night 
that there was nothing for them to 
eat, resigned themselves to a diet 
of water for their sole sustenance. 
Their plight probably would never 
have been known, but for an acci­
dental visit of Mrs. Harriet Robin­
son, a tenant in the house, to the

apartments of the janitress the day 
before Christmas.

She found the apartment bare, and 
on the sick bed of Kuhne a solitary 
old curtain, too tattered and torn to 
be of.- any commercipl value to a 
pawnbroker. Weakened by the lack of 
food, the children and faithful wife 
were almost exhausted.

Doctor Just Saved Insurance.
Kuhne was trying to buoy up their 

spirits by assuring them that they 
would be able to have plenty within 
a few weeks when his .legacy came 
due. Mbs. Robinson called in Dr. Ger­
ald Shells, of Willis avenue and 144th 
street, who found the sick man’s con­
dition critical. Pneumonia had affect- 
ex! both lungs, and, aided by starva­
tion, there was llttlei hope for his re-

■ Neighbors brought in half a dozen 
baskets of food Christmas eve, which 
the family devoured ravenously. 
Kuhne lingered until Friday. The day, 
before Dr. Shells gave the grateful* 
wife the amount of the premium on 
Kuhne’s life insurance policy to keep 
it from lapsing. It is feared now that 
in order to get the legacy which- 
Kuhue was to have received on Jan. 
19 the children will have to begin 
an Action to recover it as their fa-« 
ther has a sister living in Germany. 
What they will do in the meantime 
is a mystery, as the insurance money 
is only sufficient to pay the funeral 
expenses, and they have no other; 
means of support.
