Toronto, Ont., Nov. 17.—The commit­

tee on laws of the American Federation 
of Labor, .who were deputed to settle 
the McNulty and Reid factions, the 
warring factions among the electrical 
workers, presented its report to the con - 
vintion at Massey Hall this morning, 
and it appears that settlement of the 
two-year fight is at last in sight. 1 he 
committee's report was read by Dele­
gate John B. Lennox. The committee 
suggests that President Gompers be em­
powered to name a representative, Mc­
Nulty a second, J. J. Keid a third, the 
appointments to be made immediately, 
ami neither of them to be electrical 
workers, in developing and effecting a 
final amalgamation into one brother­
hood. The committee of three is to have 

l power to interpret the Denver agree­
ment in order to bring about unity, and 
if found necessary to effect a final and 
complete sett lenient. The action of the 
joint «convention shall be final and 
binding on all parties, and amalgama­
tion shall take plaie- at the convention. 
The committee of three is to report to 
the executive at the close of the present 
convention.
. “They violated the terms of other 
agreements; 1 want to know if they are 
going to abi<le by the terms of a new 
oneV' ha id Mr. McNulty. “1 am going 
to abide by the terms of that report. and 
if Î don’t then I ask that at the next 
convention no one from my side be 
allowed to take his sent.*'

“Mr. Reid is here; let him say what 
position he is going to take.” said I>en- 
nii* Driscoll, of Bo*ton. James Lynch 
objected to either side l>eing allowi-d to 
go into the merits of the ease. If they 
are allowed to fly at each other» 
throats then they will la? further aside 
than ever before. “Let Mr. Reid give 
an answer, yes or no. to whether his side 
will abide by the committee’s report.”

“I feel very strongly in the matter,” 
said Mr. Gompers, “and I don't want one 
word said on either side if it can lie 
avoided. I am in favor of this report, 
but unless there is some en meet endeav­
or on both sides to have it carried out,
I will vote against it. (Applause.) We 
must have something besides thin air to 
build upon, and 1 am exceedingly sorry 
that Mr. McNulty began a discussion 
of the merits of his side of the case. If 
this convention adopts the resolution 
what guarantee is there that it will he 
earned out? Both sides signed the Den­
ver agreement, and it Is patent to every­
one that that agreement has been violat­
ed. Yet we are asked to reaffirm that 
agreement. I do not want either side to 
air it-* views, but 1 want to know if 
l*oth sides are going to stand on their 
honor, pledged to carry out the terms 
of this resolution.”

President Gompers then moved a reso­
lution, which was unanimously carried, 
that Mr. Reid be called upon to state 
whether the electriwil workers he repre­
sents will abide by the terms of the 
resolution.

“Not only will we lie in honor bound 
to carry out the terms of that resolu­
tion.” said Mr. Reid, “but we will give 
bonds to the Executive Council to that

while everybody clapped.

The convention was then asked to 
carry the report of the committee, which 
was done without a dissenting voice, 
nmid cheers and hand clapping.
