FEWER BARS.* LESS DRINKING.
To the Editor of the Times;

The latest argument of Justice ought 
not pass without reply.
“TTiey seek to destroy the property of 

fifteen citizens of Hamilton." No 
is authorized to say that fifteen is the 
number of hotel license* which the Citi­
ons’ Campaign Committee propose to 

oft. Tnv nnestson of number is open, 
ami win remano so till the matter comes 
betoie tne Council. No candidate for the 
Council is pledged to vote for reduction 
of fifty licenses, or any particular num­
ber. No candidate has been asked to 
pledge himself to anything at all. Ald- 
crmen-elect. it is felt, should address 
themselves to their business with hands 
untied. Candidates have been endorsed 

• purely on the ground of their character, 
J their capability as business men. and 

their general views regarding the need 
of license reduction.

As to destruction of property, none 
can be destroyed. Genuine hotels will 

nain. Bar fixtures jure not going to 
burned. There is no value

any license year, either for sale in un­
lawful hours or because they are not 
real hotels. Changes often bring dam­
age without legal recourse. For instance, 
what about depreciation in the value of 
property all around the spot where a 
saloon is established ?

'They have not so much as attempted 
to show that a reduction in the number 
of hotels would reduce the consumption 
of liquor." We are not talking about 
hotels ; we are talking about saloons 
wearing the mask of hotels. Justice mus* 
be unacquainted with temperance litera­
ture if he knows not that it has been 
abundantly shown, both through argu­
ment and experience, that the fewer the 
facilities there are for the sale of liquor 
the less liquor will be sold. The peculiar 
ity of the liquor traffic is that it revers­
es the law of snpply and demand. Men 
want groceries and dry goods, and stores 
for the supply thereof are opened in ex­
act proportion to the evident need. But 
the bar goes ahead of any natural de­
mand. and tries to create an unnatural 
one. It does this by flaunting temptation 
before unwary youth. who would be 
comparatively safe if they had not to 
pass so many mantraps. The mainstay of 
the saloon is the treating system. The 
habit of treating flourishes only where 
two things happen to coincide; a chance 
meeting of friends, and the immediate 
proximity of some place where they 
may tipple together. The impulse to get 
into a maelstrom of excessive drinking 
may vanish as quickly as it arises if, 
before they can gratify it, they have to 
walk half a mile.

As to consumption of liquor at home, 
that cannot be checked under Provincial 
law. Our present object of attack is the 
licensed bar. Banish the bar, and you do 
away with three-fourths of the evils of 
intemperance.

As to unlicensed sale, we have no right 
to assume that there would be any. Un­
der the present Provincial Government 
illegal practices or every kind are being 
reduced to a minimum.

As to loss of taxes, it has continually 
been shown, with plenty of statistical 
proof, that the additional burden which 
any citiaen would have to meet would 
be much more than counterbalanced by 
his share in the prosperity always at­
tendant upon the removal of our chief 
source of economic loss. William E. 
Gladstone, the greatest Chancellor of 
the Exchequer England ever had, said : 
“Give me a sober people, not wasting 
their earnings in strong drink, and 1 
will know where to find the revenue."

There has been much suffering among 
the poor, and especially the negroes.

At Birmingham, Ala., where the 
minimum was 12 degrees above zero 
this morning, two negroes were frozen 
to death, and near Decatur, Ala., with 
the thermometer around five above 
zero, a family of six were rescued to­
day more dead than alive, with one of 
the children expected to die.

Cotton planters in the southwestern 
section hail with delight the severe 
cold, believing that millions of the boll 
weevil have been destroyed.
