Bran a Substitute For Coal.

Because of the excessive rates charg-
ed for coal, various sciémes are con-
cocted throughiout the State of South
Dakota to secura some sort of a sub-
stitute for coal. The roller mill at
Kimball, that State, is doing its share
toward beating the ¢oal trust, bran in-
stead of coal being utilized for fuel. As
it would be impossible to feed th2 fur-
nace in the ordinary way without end-
less toil, Engineer Perkins invented
an ingenious contrivance that .fwls
the bran to the fire-box automatically.
The contrivance holds the steam gauge
to 80 pounds. for hours at a time withe
out regulating.
