WAR NEWS.

Pretoria, Sunday Dec. 10—President 
Steyn has sent the following details of 
the fight at Stormberg Junction :

The British with six cannon attacked 
the Boers under Swa'npoet and Oliver attd 
stormed the Boers* retrenched position on 
the kopje». After a severe fight they 
were compelled to surrender. The pris­
oners are Major Sturges, six officers and 
two hundred and thirty non-eommûtaned 
officers and men of the NorthurobeHeads; 
and two officers and about two hundred 
and fifty non-commisaoned officers and 
men of the Irish Fusiliers. It is impos­
sible to state the number of dead or 
wounded British.

The Boers captured’ three cannon and 
two ammunition wagons.

London, Dee. 12.—The military ex-, 
pert of the Morning Poet in to-day’s is­
sue has this to say of the reverse mçt by 
Gen. Gatacre at Stormberg:

“How so large a portion of the two re­
giments chiefly engaged were captured by 
the enemy it is impossible to «ay. They 
had lost quite an insignificant amount of 
killed and wounded, and the serious char­
acter of the reverse can only be aoooont- , 
ed for by the fact that the men were wi 
out. The column left Putter's 
midnight Saturday, took a train for 
teno, 22 miles up the line, and left 
at 9 p. m. to cover on foot the 12 
to the Boer position.

Gave Town, Dec. 10—Father Cullman, 
a Catholic priest with the fbroee write* 
that the recent fights wefe terrific. The 
Boers fought magnificently. The Mod­
der river tight was worse than the pre­
vious one, and that at Spytfontein is ex­
pected to be hotter still. The British 
losses are a thousand, a tenth of the en­
tire force.

London, Dec. II.—Later’ details re­
garding the disaster of Gen. G at acre’s 
column show that but for the magnificent 
work of the British artillery the disaster 
would have been far more extensive, as 
th* incessant Boer shell fire in the midst 
of the repulsed infantry ultimately led te 
disorder, which only escaped developing 
into a rout, through the batteries of ar­
tillery occupying successive positions cov­
ering the retreat and thus drawing a por­
tion of the Boers’ galling fire. Appar­
ently the British were set an impossible 
task and were treacherously guided. Af­
ter a trying march and being under arms 
sixteen hours, they attacked the wrong 
part of the Boer position, where the hill 
is impregnable and the burghers were es­
timated to number 6,000 men instead of 
2,500, as the spies had reported. There 
to little in the story to mitigate the in­
tense humiliation oocaseioned by the epi­
sode, which is almost an exact counter­
part of the battle of Nicholson’s Nek.

The War office is beeeiged by anxious 
relatives and thS—suceesaive editions of 
the newspapers are eagerly scanned. 
The authorities if they have any informa­
tion are not publishing it. The affair 
caused the”most depressing influence 
everywhere, not excepting the stock ex­
change, where comols were at the lowest 
price in many years and South African 
securities slumped, not so much on ac­
count of the military reverse, which is 
retrievable, but owing to the profound ap­
prehension as to its political effect. No 
great surprise would be occasioned if Gen. 
Gatacre’s reverse resulted in Cape Col­
ony becoming aflame from end to end.,

The afternoon papers, like the morn­
ing papers, withhold the apportionment 
of blame until they are further acquaint­
ed with the facts, and take the reverse 
philosophically. The Pall Mall Gazette 
remarks: “The country's calm will 'again 
surprise the continent. If the blow is 
more serious than it appears neither the 
crown nor the ministry will be in dan­
ger of even a single seditious, vilifying 
howl in the street. We have confidence 
in those who are fighting for us and in 
their directors.”

Ladysmith correspondent tells a graphic 
story of the etohning of Gun Hill. After 
describing the ascent of the hill and the 
flight of the Boers in fear of the British 
bayonets, which were not there, he says: 
‘There was a hurried search for the 
big guns. For a moment-the horrible 
thought seized us that there might be no 
guns at all, that the enemy, as had so
often been the case, bad somehow got 
wind of the projected attack and removed 
their cannon to a safe distance. But at 
last, to the delight of everbody, the Long 
Tom itself was discovered snugly enscon- 
ed behind a parapet of sand bags, 81 feet 
thick. A 4.7. inch howitzer was found in 
an emplacement hardly less strong, with 
a Maxim gun between the two, posted 
apparently for the purpose of repelling 
such an assault as the one we had actually 
delivered. Lieutenant Turner, with two 
sappars and six artillerymen, at 
once took charge of the Long Tom, and 
with crôwbare and hammers smashed 
the breech and elevating gear. Two 
charges of gun-cotton were then placed 
in the breech and muzzle and connected 
with the fuse. While the Long Tom was
thus being provided for, similar atfen-
tion was host owed on the howitzer by 
General Fowke and other sappers and
gunners. The preparations being com­
pleted General Hunter ordered the men 
down the hill. The fuses were lit, with 
the burning end of officers cigars. Every­
body fell back, with the exception of 
Captain Fowke, who remained midway 
between the two big guns, and after a 
couple of minutes of suspense a loud re­
port showed that our object had been ac­
complished. Captain Fowke hastened to 
examine the debris. ■ He found the six 
inch gun with two gaping holes in the 
muzzle, which was badly bulged and that 
the breech rifling had been destroyed be­
yond all chance of repair. The howitzer 
was even in a worse plight. I’he explo­
sion had wrecked the carriage ss well as 
the gun. The Maxim was seized and 
carried off. The men returned to camp, 
across the plain, unmolested. Other tro­
phies of the sortie were an English song- 
book that was found in a cave undrneath 
the parapet, where the gunner evidently
took refuge, and a private letter in which 
it was said that the burghers were not a 
bit frightened.”
