A RIDE WITH THE SIX HUNDRED
AT BALAKLAVA.

Aldridge happened to enlist
in the EleventhHussarsin 18 2,
when he was 23 years old. Two
years later, between 9 and 10
o'clock on an October morning,
the hussars were “at ease” in the
shelter of what was called
French Hill in the Crimea. On
the previous day there had bzen
signalling all along the Russian
lines, and the allies knew that
something was going to be done.

noitring that morning with the
Fourth, Eighth, and the Seven-
teenth Hussars. They formed
a light brigade, but tkere were
50 many absentees on account of
sickness that the brigade num-
bered only 680 men. The men
were stretching their legs on the
ground and feeling that their
part of the work was over for
theday. To theirright,between
them and the black rocks of Bala-
klava, was Earl Lucan’s and
Lord Scarlet’s heavy artillery.
