{JOSEPH DOUCETT

DIDN'T SUICIDE

Found With Both Feet Frozen at
Mountain Road, Near Moncton

Moncton, N. B., April 5—Joseph
Doucett of Rogersville, for whom
friends aided by the Monctor, police,
have been searching in this vicinity
the past ten daysander the impression
he had carried out his intention, as
expressedin a letter tohis wife, tocom-
mit suicide, was located tonight at
the home of Freeman Horsman,
Mountain road, three miles from the
city.

Last Saturdgy .night or Sunday
morning, Doucett was found lying
on the road by Horseman with his
feet badly foozen. He was taken to
Horseman's hcme and cared for un-
til the police tonight learned of his
whereabouts. He was brought to the
hospital suffering with badly frozen
feet. The night Doucett was found
was extremely cold, and he would
have probably died frem exposure if
he had not been found. Doucett is
considered te be mentally unsound
and will probably be taken, eveutu-
ally, to the Proviocial Lunatic
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
