Few of ou +ead-
ers, probably, ever heard of this
mee well-known monastery which,
riginally established for [righ Indies
of the Benedictive Order at Ypres,
was transferred w Dablin by James
IL, who by bis charter gave it the
title of the Royal Irish Abbey of
Our Lady of Grace. The O unge
revolution obliged the nans to re-
turn 0 Flanders o their old ‘home
in Ypres, and there they have per-
petuated their community w0 our
own time, in spite of the many
troubles which have at various
times befilen them. Some yeurs
ago, through the interest of the late
Monsignor Malou, bishop of Brages,
in whose dincese the abbey i~ situat-
el, and Bishop Morris, 0. 8. B. three
of whose sisters were protessed nuns
in the convent, the entire monastery
was rebuilt, with the exception of
the church, and now preseuts s very
m.nd_mmo appearance, being an ex-
ceedigly good specimen of the Flem-
ish Gothic of the fifteenth ceutury.

A SWISs TIMEPIECE THAT FRIGHTE NED
A PARTY—*“THE MAN IN THE CUS-
TOM HOUSE."”

When the Emperor Charles V. of
Spain retired w0 the Monastery of
St. Yuste, be took with him Torri-
ano, his clock maker, in order to
while away the lime by construct-
ing the movements of clocks.
